In accordance with paragraph 6 of the decision adopted by Executive Committee of the
Economic Commission for Europe on 6 April 2020 on Special Procedures during the COVID-
19 period the Bureau of the ITC submitted the following time-limited modalities for the

UNECE Inland Transport Committee (ITC) subsidiary bodies for the approval by the Executive
Committee.

In compliance with provisions of paragraph 2 of the above decision the text of the arrangements
for the ITC subsidiary bodies is submitted in English, French and Russian.

The Executive Committee is invited to approve the decision below under silence procedure of
at least 72 hours.

The Secretariat is requested to report back to EXCOM about this decision as appropriate.

Arrangements for the UNECE Inland Transport Committee subsidiary bodies to conduct
business remotely during the COVID-19 period

Further to the Special Procedures during the COVID-19 period adopted by the Executive
Committee of the UNECE on 6 April 2020, the Executive Committee:

1. Takes note that the Bureau of the UNECE Inland Transport Committee (ITC) has
decided to approve, where Chairs of ITC subsidiary bodies deem it necessary, the convening
of informal consultations of ITC subsidiary bodies during the period where the Special
Procedures apply, to allow them to discuss matters of crucial importance for the continuity of
their work under the exceptional circumstances triggered by the COVID-19 pandemic;

2. Authorizes the Chairs of the relevant subsidiary bodies to circulate recommendations
on decisions to the members of those subsidiary bodies on business-critical issues resulting
from these informal consultations, through the Permanent Missions in Geneva, under a silence
procedure of at least 72 hours and in accordance with Rule 44 of the Terms of Reference and
Rules of Procedure of UNECE as contained in E/ECE/778/Rev.5;

3. Notes that, if the silence is not broken, the recommendations shall be considered adopted
and will be submitted to the 83 session of ITC for consideration, as appropriate.
