UNECE has restricted their Agenda for the 21st September to issues related to renewable energy, in particular the:
· National Renewable Energy Action Plan

· REFIT I tariffs

· €110 million in funding for interconnector to the UK, a project to facilitate the roll out of additional wind energy capacity in Ireland.

With regard to putting the various sections of the Response to UNECE into one of three categories: Category A; aspects that really relate to the two issues in the Communication, Category B; aspects that deal with questions raised with regard to those issues; Category C; aspects that are illustrative of access to participation/information/justice, the following provides a summary of the Sections:

	Most of this is introductory material. 



	Section 4
	Section 4.2 is important in defining the legal responsibilities. Its significance is probably most important with regard to defining the scope of future Communications. 
Sections 4.3.1 to 4.3.3 while general (Category C) also include reference to failure to access information on renewable energy in Section 4.3.3.

Section 4.3.4 is Category C.

Section 4.4; climate change objectives are the driving force behind renewable energy. Therefore falls under Category B.

Section 4.5 is Category C.

Section 4.6 is difficult to call; as if effective measures had been applied we would not be in this current position. So it is more relevant than simply Category C. 



	Section 5
	The whole of this Section relates to renewable energy. While one might not initially consider waste as a renewable energy, it is in fact classified as such. Furthermore, there was a failure to consider it properly in the development of the renewable energy programme and promote it under the REFIT tariffs. So waste is definitely category B and likely to be Category A, while the rest of the content is all Category A.


	Section 6
	This Section mirrors that of Section 5 above.


	Section 7
	Sections 7.1, 7.3.3 to 7.3.5, 7.4 and 7.5 are all category A. Section 7.3.1 and 7.3.2 are Category B if not A, while Section 7.2 and 7.3.6 probably relate to Category C.


	Section 8
	Section 8 predominantly relates to Category C, although with regard to Sections 8.3 and 8.4 there is a strong linkage to matters connected to renewable energy, hence Category B.
