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A. PROPOSAL

Paragraph 5.9.2., correct to read:

"5.9.2. in the case of failure the illumination .... to become a bend lighting, a minimum
illumination of at least 3 lux shall be fulfilled in test point25V (V-V ling,
D 75 cm).”

B. JUSTIFICATION

When paragraph 5.9.2. was amended by Supplement 2 to the original version of the Regulation,
the value of 5 lux was copied from the corresponding failure provisions in paragraph 5.5.2. of
Regulation No. 98, without taking into account the different measuring procedure in
paragraph 6.1.3. of Regulation No. 112. This proposal aims to specify the correct value.
