TRANSSAC has been di scussing the issue of inplenentation
dates/transition periods as raised in the interagency report of our

27/ 28 March neeting. The discussion is not over yet and | tried to cal
you. |If you can be reached please |l et me know at what tel ephone nunber
and when.

Briefly the following is being suggested. There does not seemto be a
problem at least in mpjor parts of the world outside Europe because
there is a regulation, simlar to the related marginal in the ADR/'RID
regul ati ons, which allows for international transport involving air or
sea node, the use of either the old or the new regulations. It seens
that the marginal in the RID/ ADR regul ations had the same intent but did
not foresee the drastic changes fromthe 85 to the 96 | AEA regul ati ons.
One alternative which is likely to be suggested by TRANSSAC i s that
RI D/ ADR consi der changing the marginal to be nore conprehensive since
this must have been the original intent. Therefore rather than allow
just sone parts of the new regul ations being applied to internationa
shi pnments involving air transport, allow all the requirenents of ST-1 to
be applied to such shipments. |Is it possible to nmake such a change at
this time? How |long does it take to nake this change?

In support of pursuing this alternative there is a very inportant issue
di scussed here. Specifically the fact that there are serious safety

i ssues when the regulations are m xed (as would be possible with the
current marginals). It is very inportant for safety that either the old
or the new regul ations apply rather than sone m xture. These safety

i ssues include for exanple the use of CSIs in the new regul ations
affecting the Tls and the rel ated precautions.

Anot her issue is the transition period to be allowed for radioactive
material shipnents. As we discussed it would be possible to change the
18 nmonth transition period to 6 nonths for Class 7. This would at | east
take care of the international shipnents involving transport by sea
since they allow either the old or the new regulations until the end of
2001. Would it be possible to be informed that the shorter transition
period for Class 7 will be accepted for the RID/ ADR regul ati ons?
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Again, it would be desirable to discuss sone of these details by phone,
as soon as possible.
