Di pped- beam headl anps with gas-di scharge |ight sources shal
only ...."

Par agraph 6.3.9., anmend to read:

"6.3.9. Q her requirenents

Front fog | anmp on one side of the vehicle nmay be used to
create a bend lighting."
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B. JUSTI FI CATI ON

The proposal covers suggestions subnmitted during the forty-fifth session of
GRE by France (informal docunent No. 8) and by Germany (informal document
No. 10). Also incorporated are the comments received during the
consideration of both informal docunments (TRANS/ WP. 29/ GRE/ 45,

paras. 20-26).

The proposal conbines two different possibilities for a sinple realization
of a bending light:

(a) swi vel | i ng passi ng beam headl anps, which had been shown as a part of
t he denonstration of advanced front |ighting systenms (AFS) on 4 Apri
2000, during the forty-fourth session of GRE

(b) fog lanps, used to illumnate the side of the road only in the
direction of travel.

The bend lighting should inprove visibility in curves, because the passing
| amps as produced today are only designed for an illum nation of the road
strai ght ahead, but in a turn drivers give priority to the curve side area
in the direction of vehicle travel.

The bend Iighting should allow to optimze the illum nation ahead of the
vehicle and reduce the glare for oncom ng drivers.

The proposed bend lighting is a first step in introducing new |lighting
technol ogy, contributing to i nproved road safety.
