Netherlands; Republic of Moldova; Slovakia. 
 
 There are two Contracting States: the Russian Federation which deposited an instrument 
of accession on 10 October 2002 (depositary notification C.N.1085-2002-TREATIES-1 of 
11 October 2002), and the Netherlands which deposited an instrument of acceptation on 30 April 
2003 (depositary notification C.N.395-2003-TREATIES-1 of 16 May 2003). 
 
 The meeting will be informed of any further developments.
