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Introduction

In the course of the English-to-Japanese translation of the GHS main text and its annexes, some
discrepancies between the main text and its annexes have been found. Japan believes that these
discrepancies should be clarified.

Justification

In the GHS English text, there are some expressions that seem to be wrong or inconsistent when
compared with related provisions/wording described/used in other parts of the text.

Proposal

In order to clarify these discrepancies, Japan proposes amendments to the GHS, which are contained
in the Annex to this document.

Poorly soluble and no acute toxicity is observed up the water solubility,

Lack of the potential to rapidly biodegrade

Have the potential to bioaccumulate.
