Maritime Register of Shipping provided additionalarmation to the representatives of Austria,
France and Germany. Thereafter, the representiti@ermany informed the Register, on behalf
of the delegations of Austria, France and Germ#mgt, it was established that the Register had
the capacity to issue approvals concerning shijs tmder the requirements of Chapter 9.2 of
ADN (SOLAS rules), but that it was not establishibat it met the criteria for approvals
concerning vessels built under the requirementClopter 9.3. They proposed a two-step
procedure. In the first step, a recommendationidcine made to the ADN Administrative
Committee to allow the Register to issue certiisahssessing the conformity of vessels built
under Chapter 9.2 of ADN.
