POSITION PAPER ON THE PROVISIONS OF THE
AETR AGREEMENT RELATING TO THE DIGITAL
TACHOGRAPH AND ON EU PROPOSED
HARMONISATION OF THE AETR WITH EV
DRIVING AND REST TIME
RULES
TO BE DEFENDED AT THE NEXT UNECE sc1’
MEETING BY THE GOVERNMENTS CONCERNED

Adopted by the 9th International Conference “International Road Transpoit Haulage™ held
in Yalta, Ukraine on 5-6 September 2008

. ANALYSIS OF THE REQUIREMENT FOR THE IMPLEMENTATION OF THE DIGITAL
TACHOGRAPH AND OF THE EU PROPOSED HARMONISATION OF THE AETR
AGREEMENT WITH EU DRIVING AND REST TIME RULES IN NON-EU AETR
CONTRACTING PARTIES

1. Implementation of the Digital Tachograph for non-EU AETR Contracting Parties

The AETR Agreement states that from 16 June 2010 all newly registered vehicles, including
those from non-EU Confracting parties, used in AETR operations, must be fitted with a digital
tachograph. Currently, the only digital tachograph in use in the EU and in the non-EU AETR
contracting parties is the EU model digital tachograph.

The introduction of this digital tachograph and the adaptation of the social rules have the sole
aim of improving the comfort of the driver and as such road safety through better enforcement,
as well as to prevent any discrimination on transport in the whole AETR region, thus
representing a positive development for all Contracting Parties and road transport companies.

The use of the digital tachograph requires the establishment of sophisticated infrastructure,
specific interoperable databases and complex security policies at the national level and well
developed communication inferfaces between AETR countries. These are necessary to allow
efficient, harmonised and secure functioning of the digital tachograph system, most
importantly the control distribution and use of the four different cards to be distributed to
trucking companies, drivers, enforcers and approved workshops.

However, it is now clear that there is not enough time before 16 June 2010 for non-EU
Contracting Parties to put in place the requested infrastructure and measures, including the
necessary legal, technical and administrative framework to ensure the harmonised proper
usage, security, functioning and control of the digital tachograph.

In addition to the complexity of the infrastructure needed to be put in place in order to meet
minimal levels of security and efficiency for the system, the following problems must be taken
into account:

' The next Working Party on Road Transport of the United Nations Economic Commission for Europe will

be held on 29-31 October 2008.
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a) the lack of clear procedures for the submission of type approval certification applications
and in general the complicated processes for the cooperation of non EU Contracting Parties
with ISPRA.

b) the absence of legally binding rules and an appropriate official body within the AETR to
determine if a country has established suitable polices and frameworks to fulfil critical
requirements of the digital tachograph system such as the issuing of electronic encryption
keys / codes.

c)

the absence of a common interface to connect all national databases necessary for sharing
information between Contracting Parties and managing the digital tachograph system.

d) the technical limitations of the current system such as those which prevent the expansion of
the Tachonet to all AETR Contracting Parties and which therefore entails serious dangers
for the security of the system.

e) the lack of official translation into Russian of key documentation, most importantly Annex 1B
of EU Regulation 3821/85/EC which contains the vital technical specifications for the digital
tachograph and other equipment as well as seriously impeding the development of handling
manuals, training programmes for drivers, companies, control authorities and approved
workshops.

the failure to integrate cyrillic character sets into the current digital tachograph.

g) that non-EU Contracting Parties have not benefited from the intensive and structured
programme of assistance that was given to EU Member States to implement the digital
tachograph.

h) the multiple failures, delays and difficulties recorded in the history of the EU's introduction of
the digital tachograph (which is still incomplete due to Greek non-implementation of the
system).

It is entirely unrealistic to expect non-EU Contracting parties to carry out in less than two years
the same complex tasks and framework which the majority of EU Member States were not
able to implement until 4 years after the publication of the digital tachograph’'s technical
specifications.

It should be clear not only for the road transport industry, but for the Confracting Parties, that
without adequate preparation for the secure implementation of the digital tachograph in the
various AETR Contracting Parties, the integrity and credibility of the whole digital tachograph
systemn both within the EU and the wider AETR region will be jeopardised.

As was demonstrated by the numerous postponements of the introduction date of the digital
tachograph within the EU, instead of linking implementation to a purely political and
immoveable date - as is the case with 16 June 2010 - the only solution for the Contracting
Parties is to link the implementation date of the digital tachograph to an appropriate number of
Contracting Parties where the implementation of the required complex tasks and framework
has been fully realised. Future progress will very much depend on the development of a
“‘Working Implementation Plan’ and a structured and intensive assistance programme,
facilitated and coordinated by the UNECE SC1 Working Party, to provide a transfer of
expertise and experience on the digital tachograph to non EU Contracting Parties.

Finally, the EU should not be able - as is currently the case due to Article 22 bis of the AETR -
fo unilaterally revise the digital tachograph's technical specifications, found in the AETR's
appendix 1B, without giving non-EUJ AETR Contracting Parties the chance to agree or fo
modify any proposed changes through an appropriate Administrative Committee, as should
always be the case with all international conventions and any part thereof.

To summarise:

a) The AETR Agreement's current commitments concerning the current implementation
date of the digital tachograph, fixed for 16 June 2010, must be urgently reconsidered
and in fact cancelled.



b) A new appropriate deadline for the introduction of the digital tachograph should be
based — as is the case for the adoption of any new international convention or
agreement - on an appropriate number of Contracting Parties (for example, 3/4 of
Contracting Parties) where the implementation of the required tasks and framework is
fully realised. The new implementation date of the digital tachograph, should be decided
by a future UNECE SC.1 meeting.

c) The UNECE SC1 Working Party should establish a "Working Implementation Flan’
drawing up a comprehensive and detailed overview of necessary tasks and guidance on
how to complete them.

d) The UNECE SC1 Working Party should also facilitate the transfer of experience and
expertise to non-EUJ AETR Contracting Parties through a structured and intensive
assistance programme (similar to 1DT and MIDT projects® which EU member States
benefitted from). The financing of such a project could be supported by the creation of a
trust fund managed by the UNECE.

e) It should also coordinate the nomination the Contracting Farfies’ authorised competent
national authority which is to be responsible for the coordination and national
implementation of the digital tachograph.

f) The supervision and monitoring of progress towards readiness in the various AETR
Contracting Parties should result from continual assessments of real progress by the
UNECE SC.1 (or the AETR Administrative Commitiee {o be established).

g) Until the new deadline is implemented, the transitional enforcement arrangements
contained in Article 13 of the Agreement and article 14 of its annex should be extended
and applied.

h) Finally, Article 22 bis of the AETR Agreement should be revised so that any non-EU
AETR Contracting Parties should have the right to propose any improvement to the
digital tachograph’s technical specifications and that any new technical decisions should
be approved exclusively by the UNECE SC.1°%.

2. EU Proposed harmonisation of the Agreement with EU Driving and Rest Time Rules

Article 3 of the new EU Driving and Rest Time Rules Regulation (561/2006/EC) contains the
stated objective that the EU will seek the harmonisation of the AETR Agreement with the
provisions of the EU legislation, ideally by 11 April 2009. Negotiations have been ongoing
since 2006 under the aegis of the UNECE SC1 Working party on Road Transport with this aim
in mind but without conclusive agreement.

The fundamental objective of efforts to update AETR Agreement’s provisions on driving and
rest times in line with EU Regulation 561/2006/EC must be to improve the comfort of the
driver, road safety and to prevent any discrimination on the transport in the AETR region. A
priority is also the creation of a single framework of rules covering all international transport
operations on the territory of the AETR's Contracting Parties.

To obtain these objectives, these rules must be implemented for all drivers in the same way,
on a given territory, by taking into account the specificities and requirements of the whole
AETR region. Any adaptations the AETR must take due consideration of the full range of
interests, legal frameworks and operational requirements and geography represented by its
signatories.

? These two vital projects for the EU introduction of the tachograph: the Implementation of the Digital
Tachograph (IDT) and the Monitoring of the Implementation of the Digital Tachograph Project (MIDT)
were financially supported by the European Union.

* A similar assertion concerning the automatic acceptance of the EU leave letter is made in the proposed
new Article 12 bis put forward by the European Commission.
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The EU driving and rest time rules have been developed specifically as a regional level legal
instrument. They take into account regional EU traffic densities, and regional transport
distances, the availability of rest areas, and the specific geography of the European Union and
its Member States. Consequently an automatic transposition of these regional EU rules into
the AETR Agreement, which is truly pan-European or ‘Eurasian’ in scope, is impossible. It is
also inappropriate since such an expectation is a de facto subordination of the criteria of the
global AETR Agreement to EU regional arrangements, which has nothing to do with the
current harmonisation aim of the AETR Contracting Parties.

The wide differences existing in geographical, transport and traffic conditions between EU and
non-EU AETR countries explain the substantial objections that have been raised by non-EU
AETR Contracting Parties to the proposed EU amendments. In fact, in their view, the current
EU rules developed to meet the EU conditions are not a suitable basis for a regulatory
framework of driving and rest time rules beyond the EU territory. Before proceeding any
further with this harmonisation process it is necessary to reconfigure or to remove altogether
some elements of the EU rules that are evidently unsuitable for application in the wider AETR
region.

To summarise:

a) Satisfactory solutions must be found for those questions as yet unsetiled during the
current UNECE negotiations. In particular non-EU AETR countries want to retain within
the AETR Agreement the possibility for drivers engaged in occasional international
passenger transport to drive for up to 12 consecutive days before taking weekly rest.
They want also to maintain as closely as possible the current AETR rules on weekly rest:
notably the ability not to have to take a mandatory regular weekly rest of 45 hours every
second week, but instead retain rules that allow the taking of reduced weekly rest
periods of 24 hours with appropriate compensation given to the driver before the end of
the third week following the week in which the reduced rest period is taken. Proposals to
this effect to cover weekly rest taken in case of a double manned vehicle have been
fabled already by delegations from the Russian Federation, the Ukraine and Belarus
which should be supported.

b) Furthermore the current negotiations concerning the proposed harmonisation of the
AETR Agreement with EU driving and rest time rules must also settle the issue of
“applicable law” in various territories. It should be acknowledged that an international
convention such as the AETR always prevails over regional level arrangements.

This problem arises from article 2.3 of Regulation 561/2006/EC that states that the EU
Regulation shall apply, irrespective of the country of registration of the vehicle, to any
journey carried out exclusively within the Community. This would imply that a Russian
driver could operate under AETR rules on a journey from Moscow to Tallinn, but would
have to follow EU Regulation 561/2006/EC if the same truck then travelled from Tallinn
to make a delivery in Riga.

This interpretation is not acceptable to non-EU Contracting Parties who maintain that the
application of EU rules such as Regulation 561/2006/EC to non-EU operators who have
not consented to this EU agreement — as EU member States have done - would be a
illegal, when a higher legal instrument on the same subject, namely the AETR
Agreement should take precedence for all international transport operations between all
Contracting AETR Parties.

c) In short, the AETR Agreement must remain applicable for all ‘international transport’ by
non-EU operators whenever a Contracting Party’s frontier is crossed.
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POSITION TO BE PRESENTED AT THE FORTHCOMING UNECE SC.1 MEETING

1. On the introduction of the Digital Tachograph

a)

The sole aim of the introduction of the digital tachograph and the adaptation of the AETR
social rules with the EU driving and rest time rules is to improve the comfort of the driver,
and as such road safety as well as to prevent any discrimination on for road transport in
the AETR region. The AETR agreement in all its aspects and with all its modifications
must reflect the specific needs, the particularities of the traffic and transport, and the
geography of all its Contracting Parties.

The digital tachograph, based on the complexity of the tasks and infrastructure to be put
in place in each of the AETR Confracting Parties, such as interoperable databases,
secure card issuing and workshop mechanisms, and based also on the repeated historic
failures of the EU in implementing the digital tachograph, there is not enough time before
16 June 2010 for non-EU AETR Contracting Parties to implement the digital tachograph.
Therefore this date should be cancelled by the next meeting of the UNECE SC.1.

A new appropriate deadline for the introduction of the digital tachograph should be — as
is the case for the adoption of any new international convention or agreement be based
on an appropriate number of Contracting Parties (for example, 3/4 of Confracting
Parties) where the implementation of the required complex tasks and framework is fully
realised. The monitoring of the progress towards implementation should be established
by the UNECE SC.1 (or the AETR Administrative Commitiee to be established).

Until a new deadline expires, the transitional enforcement arrangements currently in
Article 13 of the AETR Agreement and article 14 of its annex should be extended until
the end of such a new deadline. These will allow any non-EU registered vehicle fitted
with a digital tachograph to continue to be used during any AETR journey even if the
Contracting Party where the vehicle is registered has not begun to issue driver cards.
For the transitional period, all these drivers will be controlled on the basis of signed
printouts from the tachograph unit.

The UNECE SC1 Working Party should establish a "Working Implementation Plan’
drawing up a comprehensive and detailed overview of necessary tasks to be achieved
and guidance on how to complete them.

The UNECE SC1 Working Party should facilitate the transfer of experience and
expertise to non-EUJ AETR Contracting Parties through a structured and intensive
assistance programme for the digital tachograph as with the IDT and MIDT projects® for
EU member states). It should also coordinate the nomination of the Contracting Parties’
authorised competent national authority which is to responsible for the coordination and
national implementation of the digital tachograph.

Article 22 bis of the AETR Agreement should be revised so that any non-EU AETR
Contracting Parties have the right to propose any improvement of the provisions of the
AETR Agreement relating to the digital tachograph, including its technical specifications,
and that any decisions concerning the provisions of the AETR Agreement, including
proposals relating to any new digital tachograph technical decisions, should be approved
exclusively by the UNECE SC.1 Working Party.

2. On the EU proposals to harmonise AETR with EU driving and rest time rules

a)

The scle aim of the introduction of the digital tachograph and the adaptation of the AETR
social rules with the EU driving and rest time rules is to improve the comfort of the driver,
and as such road safety as well as to prevent any discrimination on for road transport in
the AETR region. The AETR agreement in all its aspects and with all its modifications
must reflect the specific needs, the particularities of the traffic and transport, and the
geography of all its Contracting Parties.

* These two vital projects for the EU introduction of the tachograph: the Implementation of the Digital
Tachograph (IDT) and the Monitoring of the Implementation of the Digital Tachograph Project (MIDT)
were financially supported by the European Union.
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b) In order to achieve harmonisation between the AETR and Regulation 561/2006/EC, apart

from the solutions agreed to date during UNECE SC1 Working Party meetings, it is
impartant that whenever AETR Agreement to allow drivers from AETR Contracting Party
to be able on the whole territory of the AETR to:

- take 3 consecutive reduced weekly rest periods of 24 hours with compensatory
rest given before the end of the third week following the week in which the
reduced rest was taken.

- to drive for up to 12 days before taking a weekly rest when they are operating
occasional international passenger transport services.

Without prejudice to EU level agreements that are applicable only to EU operators, the
AETR Agreement must always apply for all ‘international transport’ whenever a
Contracting Party's frontier is crossed. The principle that international Conventions always
prevailing over regional arrangements must be applied.

. ACTION
This position paper should be presented and defended at the UNECE SC1 meeting on the

29 31 October 2008 in Geneva by all AETR Contracting Party Governments supporting this
position.
