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Background

1. In subparagraph 8.1.4.3, it is stated that tlinguishing agent shall comply with the
relevant requirements of EN 3 Portable fire extisgars, Parts 1 to 6. However, the standards
EN 3-1:1996, EN 3-2:1996, EN 3-4:1996 and EN 3-86l9have been replaced by
EN 3-7:2004+A1:2007.

2. During the eighty-fourth session of WP.15, Swefdeoposed to update these references
in 8.1.4.3. However, in order to give the ContragtParties a possibility to verify the content of

the proposed new standard, the secretariat woudd donsult the European Committee for

Standardization (CEN) to be furnished with a cogytlee new standard. The secretariat

distributed this copy to all Contracting Partiesing the eighty-fifth session of WP.15.

3. The Government of Sweden has consulted our expefire extinguishers concerning
this issue. According to our expert, all the regoients covered in these replaced standards are
also covered by the new standard. However, the stamdard also covers Class F fire
extinguishers. Nevertheless, since sub-paragrélpl.8.states that the extinguishing agent shall
comply with the relevant requirements (inflammapiltlasses A, B and C according to 8.1.4.1
(a)), we cannot see that this causes any problems.

Proposal
4, Amend the first paragraph in subparagraph &1airead as follows:
“The extinguishing agent shall be suitable for ose vehicle and shall comply with

the relevant requirements of EN 3 Portable firéngxtishers, Parts 3, 6 and 7 (EN 3-
3:1994, EN 3-6:1995 and EN 3-7:2004+A1:2007).".
