If the training body, after a trainingucge has been given approval, intends to make
any alterations with respect to such details aewelevant to the approval, it shall
seek permission in advance from the competent atith®his applies in particular to
changes concerning the training programme.

Examinations for the iritial-basic [or restricted basic training] course

After completion of the basic trainifgy restricted basic training], including the
practical exercises, an examination shall be heldthe basic [or restricted basic
training] course.

In the examination, the candidate bgwdve that he has the knowledge, insight and
skill for the practice of professional driver ofhieles carrying dangerous goods as
provided in the basic training [or restricted bds#ining] course.

For this purpose the competent authasit-the-examination-body—approved-by-that

authoerity, shall prepare a catalogue of questions which tef¢he items summarized
in 8.2.2.327. Questions in the examination shall be drawn fitbia catalogue. The

candidates shall not have any knowledge of thetmunssselected from the catalogue
prior to the examination.

A single examination facomprehensive coursenay be held.
Each competent authority shall super¥is modalities of the examination.

The examination shall take the forma afritten examination or a combination of a
written and oral examination. Each candidate shall asked at least 25 written
questiongfor the initial basic training course and at leBStwritten questions for the
refresher basic training coursehe duration of thee examinatios shall be at least 45
or 30minutesrespectively The questions may be of a varying degree ofaliffy and
be allocated a different weighting.

After having sat the examination on lthsic course and after having attended the
specialization [or restricted specializafidraining course for carriage in tanks or for
the carriage obxplesivesubstances and articles of ClasarTadioactive materiabf
Class 7the candidate shall be allowed to take parténctbrresponding examination.

When a driver has completed appropriate trainirmg@ting to this Chapter and
passed the corresponding examination within 12 hsobéfore the date of expiry of
the certificate, the validity shall be extendedibg years, beginning with the date of
expiry of the certificate.

When a driver has passed a specialization [oricesdrspecialization] training
examination, this shall only be valid until the@af expiry of the certificate.

Its dimensions
shall be in accordance with 1ISO 7810:2003 ID-1 &rghall be made of plastic. The
colour shall be white with black lettering. It shiakclude an additional security feature
such as a hologram, UV printing or guilloche patser
