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Annex 3, 
 
Paragraph 2.2., amend to read: 
 
"2.2. Barrier 
 

The barrier shall consist of a block of reinforced concrete not less than 3 m wide in front 
and not less than 1.5 m high.  The barrier shall be of such thickness that it weighs at 
least 70 metric tons.  The front face shall be flat, vertical and perpendicular to the axis 
of the run-up track.  It shall be covered with plywood boards 20 ± 2 mm thick, in good 
condition.  A structure on a steel plate at least 25 mm thick may be placed between the 
plywood board and the barrier.  A barrier with different characteristics may likewise be 
used, provided that the area of the impact surface is greater than the frontal crash area of 
the vehicle being tested and provided that it gives equivalent results."
