(b)  Review of the current terminology/definitions means of containment and
study of the needs of the different sectors andciit-benefit impact of any proposed
change.”

5. As a first step, it was suggested to includetiea GHS document illustrative
examples showing how the principles described 1n4810.5.4.4 may be applied, in a non
prescriptive, non exhaustive Annex like Annex 7imgvexamples of arrangements of the
GHS label elements.

Annex or in a sub-section of Annex 7 accordingt® views of the Sub-Committee.
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7. In order to prepare this proposed Annex andiborst it to the Sub-Committee at its
20th session, the correspondence group is coltg@imonymized examples of labels for
small packagings. They welcome all contributiomsrfrmembers of the Sub-Committee.
