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Attendance

1. The Working Party on Road Traffic Safety (WPHeId its sixtieth session in
Geneva from 27 to 30 September 2010, chaired by Msciana lorio (Italy).
Representatives of the following Member States igipgted: Austria, Azerbaijan,
Belgium, Czech Republic, Denmark, Estonia, Fra@ermany, Greece, Hungary, Ireland,
Italy, Latvia, Lithuania, Luxembourg, Netherlandigrway, Romania, Russian Federation,
Spain, Sweden, Switzerland, Tunisia (as obseriemrkey, United States of America and
Uzbekistan.

2. The European Commission (EC) and the following-governmental organizations
were also represented: European Federation of Reaftic Victims (FEVR), Fédération
Internationale de Motocyclisme (FIM), FIA FoundatidGlobal Road Safety Partnership,
Institute of Road Traffic Education (IRTE), Intetimmal Federation of Pedestrians (IFP),
International Motorcycle Manufacturers AssociatiofiMMA), International Road
Transport Union (IRU), International Union of Radws (UIC) Japan Automobile
Manufacturers Association (JAMA-Europe), Internadh Touring Alliance and
International Automobile Federation (AIT& FIA) ahéser Europe.

I ntroduction

3. The Director of the Transport Division, Ms. EoMar, welcomed the participants,
and thanked all delegations who expressed suppothé celebration of 60 years of road
safety in the United Nations system. Noting that Ykorking Party existed for the last six
decades and proved its usefulness in improving tttic safety all over the world, she
emphasized that there is still an important roteViP.1 in the coming 7th decade, a period
that coincides with the Decade of Action for Roade®y proclaimed by the United Nations
General Assembly. Ms. Molnar also summarized thstnmaportant developments in the
Working Party since its previous session, includimg publication by the secretariat of the
consolidated resolutions on road traffic (R.E.13l @m road signs and signals (R.E.2) and
the report and recommendations of the UNDA prajecsetting road safety targets.

4, Speaking about what is ahead, Ms. Molnar notedchuanber of potentially
“emerging” issues of high interest. These include:

(a) Safety at level crossings: a subject that seappropriate for developing good
practices and possibly for establishing a multeisnary group of experts representing
road infrastructure, road traffic safety and rajaa

(b)  Multidisciplinary crash investigation (MDCI):h¢re are a number of
countries where such a mechanism is already inepl@bese countries are working to
identify causes of crashes so that the most apiateprountermeasures are put in place. It
seems not to be by chance that the countries veheite structures exist are among the best
performing in road traffic safety.

5. Considering the diversity and the importancethad subjects considered by the
Working Party, Ms. Molnar invited the delegations tonsider organizing the next
session(s) module-wise, with fixed-time e.g. on dag subject A and on day two subject
B.

6. Mr. M. Adamantiadis, Chief of Transport Facilitm and Economics Section,
informed the Working Party about the successfuhtjonitiative between International
Basketball Federation (FIBA) and United Nations mmmic Commission for Europe
(UNECE), resulting in a global communication cangpaon road safety under the motto
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“We play and drive by the rules” during the 201®A&IWorld Championship in Istanbul,
28 August to 12 September 2010. Strongly suppoaied by the Turkish and Spanish
Basketball Federations and by the Turkish NatidPalice and disseminated by various
media, this campaign offered invaluable contributto the global publicity on the main
road safety messages. The promotional materialidied video spots, posters, leaflets and
brochures. These, together with the signing ofRbad Safety Declaration by many players
participating in the games, as well as FIBA’s iatitn to UNECE to address the 2010
FIBA World Congress and the organization of thespreonferences greatly attended and
purposeful in raising awareness by engaging theegoespecially young people, players
and fans, in the road safety cause and encouragspgect for the rules. Expressing the
hope that this UNECE-FIBA partnership will continaed be further strengthened in
future, the Working Party was informed that therstariat has received positive feedback
from its road safety partners worldwide and thatr¢hare concrete proposals and ideas for
follow-up. More information may be

7. Mr. M. Adamantiadis also informed the Workingrfyaabout the organization of a
joint UNECE - Black Sea Economic Cooperation Orgation (BSEC) Conference on
Improving Road Safety in the BSEC region that wéke place in loannina, Greece, on 18
and 19 November 2010, under the Greek Chair-ircefof BSEC. Kindly hosted and
sponsored by the Chamber of loannina and the Hellehambers Transport Association,
under the auspices of the Ministry of Infrastruetufransport and Networks of Greece, the
Conference is expected to contribute towards thgledmentation of the United Nations
Decade of Action for Road Safety in the BSEC regama to be a forum to discuss the
tangible results produced by the recently finalix#fdECE project on “Improving global
road safety: setting regional and national roatfitr@asualty reduction targets”. Among
the main objectives of the Conference, to which dbkegates of the Working Party have
been invited to participate, there is the provisaina platform for experts from BSEC
region to discuss measures for improving road gafet sharing best practices. Moreover,
the participation of high-level international andurBpean representatives of major
stakeholders, will contribute in further raisingare@ness on road traffic safety issues in the
region.

8. The agenda was adopted without modifications.

Adoption of thereport of thefifty-ninth session (agenda
item 2)

9. The Working Party adopted the report of itsy/fifinth session, with an amendment
in paragraph 12 (c) where it should read "14" iadtef "18"October.

I nfor mation on activities of interest to the Working Party
(agenda item 3)

10. The Working Party was informed by national dat®ns and representatives of
international organizations about the most receretbpments in their countries or areas of
competence.
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11.  The representative of the European Commissifummed WP.1 about the European
Union’s road safety policy orientations guidelime2011-2020.

12.  Although significant progress has been madad rgafety continues to remain an
important issue. Last year more than 35,000 pedigld on European roads, representing
an estimated economic cost to society of €1300illi

13. The Commission aims to halve the number of fasalities through its road safety
action programme for 2011-2020. This includes setetegic objectives:

(a) Improve education and training of road users

(b)  Increase enforcement of road rules

(c) Safer road infrastructure

(d)  Safer vehicles

(e) Promote the use of modern technology to iseead safety
) Improve emergency and post-injuries services

(g)  Protect vulnerable road users

14.  One important common feature of the actionan@d to reach these objectives will
be the use of new technologies. This could includenpulsory installation of electronic
stability control systems in all new vehicles frod®12, compulsory installation of
advanced emergency braking systems and lane depar&uning systems on heavy goods
vehicles (HGVs) and coaches from 2013, and makicwhal interlock devices compulsory
for professional transport such as school buses.

15.  Other important features will be to improvestfiaid and rescue services and to raise
road users' awareness through annual events suttte &uropean Road Safety Day (13
October 2010). Vulnerable road users such as mgatiists will also be targeted. The
driving licence directive requires that in the fidumore training and experience will be
needed before being allowed to ride high-poweretbraogcles.

16. In addition to road fatalities, the Commissienalso committed to tackling the

number of injuries. The first step would be to &jom a common definition for severe and
minor injuries. As soon as this has been achiettesl,Commission will also propose a
target for the reduction of injuries.

17.  The representative of Czech Republic informed.Wof three projects aimed at
educating drivers, which were carried out in higrdoy between 2005 and 2010, under the
auspices of the Ministry of Transport. The aim bé tthree projects was to prepare a
comprehensive and mutually interactive system fedusn drivers and preventing road
traffic accidents in the Czech Republic. The proje@/IST (Transport with Sense and
Tact) was carried out between 2005 and 2007 wighgthal of setting up a new system to
train new drivers and professional drivers of dif& categories. The benefits of the system
were, among others, a better training of schoatlinyi graduates for practical driving, a
significant reduction of corruption, and the redonctof the frequency of crashes caused by
professional drivers. The project SWING (Safetyhwito Gaps) was carried out between
2007 and 2010 to elaborate a comprehensive andimgdalnconcept and solution for the
problem of the individual participant in traffich@ outcomes/achievements of the project
will help public administrations fulfil their funidins in ensuring reliable and safe road
traffic. The project team focused on the creatiéraanotivational sanction system, of
material for assessing the economic consequendeslividual road accidents in a general
system of road accident prevention involving ategaries of drivers. The project TANGO
(Testing and Driving Organization) was carried batween 2009 and 2010, to design the
structure and functioning (including methodologyl astonomic principles of its activities)
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of a testing organization. In countries with gooadd safety performance, experience has
shown that the final testing requirements and tpkve an essential positive influence on
the level of instruction of candidate drivers. Sachpecialized organization would have a
positive influence on driver training and consedlyeon the level of traffic safety. The
solutions proposed aim at a significant reductibnoad accidents as well as at increasing
the quality of services provided to the public. &letd information about these three
projects can be found at www.azin.cz/road-safaty.rand www.studiotwist.eu. The
delegation of the Czech Republic was invited tgppre detailed information for the 61st
session on the actual benefits and impact of thogiects.

18.  The representative of Estonia informed WP.1 tbad safety in his country was
improving, with a significant betterment in 2009hen both the national and European
goals were achieved. In 2009, there were 100 fsliecorded in Estonia, (75 killed per 1
million inhabitants). The goal of the national pragme “Vision 100" is to have less than
100 fatalities in 2015.

19.  Among the main reasons for the recent roadysafgorovements are the reduction
of crashes and fatalities caused by drunk driveds the increased used of seat belts and
child restraints. These trends are a consequehedugational campaigns combined with
Police supervision.

20. Pedestrian safety has also improved due to gtingithe use of reflectors. While
the total number of pedestrian accidents has deedday a quarter and the number killed in
those accidents by one-third, the safety of othinerable road users such as cyclists and
moped drivers is still considered to be a chakenfy new Road Traffic Act that pays
special attention to safety of these categorigsad users will enter into force on 1 January
2011. Although the main national roads represeputBB per cent of the whole Estonian
road network, one sixth of all injuries and oveedhird of all the fatalities are recorded on
the main roads.

21.  The number of fatalities during the last 12 then(September 2009—-August 2010)
is 69 persons per 1 million inhabitants. If thenttecontinues during the second part of the
year, a further improvement of road traffic safistgxpected.

22.  The representative of Germany informed WP.1ith2005, the statutory basis was
created for the optional pilot scheme entitled “@mpanied Driving from 17" in the
German federal states. Since then, all the fedsdasbs have joined this pilot scheme. The
minimum age at which a person can obtain a cate@rgr BE driving licence (for
passenger cars) can be lowered to 17, subjecetoaihdition that, until their 18th birthday,
the driving licence holder may only drive a vehigl@ccompanied by a person, specified
by name, who is “competent to drive”. This scherakes up where the professional
training provided by driving schools leaves off. ddppassing the full driving test, the
novice is considered a fully independent driver.

23.  In order to qualify as an accompanying driggperson must:
(a) have reached the age of 30;

(b) bhave held a valid Category B driving licencer(passenger cars) for a
minimum of 5 years, and;

(c) must not have more than 3 penalty points onQaetral Register of Traffic
Offenders at the time at which the test pass tat# is issued to the novice driver.

24.  In addition, accompanying drivers must not havelood alcohol content of more
than 0.05 per cent and must not be under the imflei®f drugs. Accompanying drivers do
not provide training and are thus not considereloettlay driving instructors”; they merely
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help novice drivers by offering advice and guidari€& novice driver drives a passenger
car without the designated person, their driviegtice will be withdrawn.

25.  The key element of this new scheme in the faéldoad safety activities is to give

young drivers the opportunity to gain further dniyi experience while under the

supervision of a competent and experienced driVais additional driving experience

continues to benefit the drivers when they staximly on their own after reaching 18 years
of age. The scheme seeks to reduce the above avartagber of accidents caused by
young drivers within the first two years of driviog their own.

26. The scheme has been evaluated. The findinghdyederal Highway Research
Institute have now been published and show that“#eompanied Driving from 17"
scheme has resulted in a significant enhancemembad safety among young novice
drivers.

27.  During the initial phase of unaccompanied digyithere is a double-digit reduction

in the risk of them causing an accident or commmti traffic offence (around 20 per cent
fewer accidents and around 20 per cent fewer ¢raffences), and drivers who have taken
part in the scheme exhibit significantly bettewarg skills.

28.  Given this success, the scheme, which wasnaligi due to finish at the end of
2010, will now become permanent legislation onriuday 2011. This will provide uniform

regulations throughout Germany and enable all ésted young drivers to start their
“driving career” safely.

29. The delegate of the United States of Americ&AYgave a presentation about the
problem of driver distraction and the activities tbk National Highway Traffic Safety
Administration (NHTSA). According to 2008 statisticthe age group with the greatest
portion of distracted drivers was the under 20 grgeip; 16 per cent of all under 20 drivers
in fatal crashes were reported to have been disttawhile driving. With respect to
injuries, 22 per cent of all persons injured instr@s were distracted while driving.

30. The Motor Vehicle Occupant Safety Survey (MVQ$®licated that 81 per cent
people over 16 years have wireless phone in vetié€lger cent talk while driving most/all
trips; 17 per cent talk while driving half of trip§he National Motor Vehicle Crash
Causation Survey (NMVCCS) indicated that 18 pert aiivers were engaged in at least
one non- driving activity (crash associated factd®he 100-Car Naturalistic Driving Study
indicated that secondary task distraction contetub over 22 per cent of all crashes (69)
and near crashes (761) in study.

31. Data show that distracted drivers are also luaebin 11 per cent of bicyclist
fatalities, 16 per cent of bicyclist injuries, 9rpent of pedestrian fatalities, and 15 per cent
of pedestrian injuries.

32.  NHTSA goal is to eliminate distraction relatedhshes. To reach this goal, they
developed an agency-wide research plan. The planrelaased in April and is posted at
www.Distraction.gov.

33.  The driver distraction plan has four elements:

(@) Improve the understanding of the problem, witle basic objective to
improve data collection and analysis;

(b)  Reduce workload (distraction) from interfacéswill investigate both in-
vehicle and portable devices to develop metrian¢asure distraction;

(c)  Keep drivers safe, including: improve crashmigg interfaces, quantify the
benefits (short and long-term) of crash warningtesys, assess distraction monitoring
systems, and assess the effectiveness of mobitedhters;
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(d)  Recognize risks and consequences;

34. NHTSA is developing a Distracted Driver Infotioa Kit in cooperation with the
World Health Organization, United Nations Road 8af€ollaboration (UNRSC), and
UNECE, with the objective to provide information develop and implement a distracted
driving program. It is focused on portable elecicafevices and has two sections: a report
on the status of the problem and available courdesures and a series of information/
sheets.

35.  The representative of France gave a presemtabout the road safety situation in

his country. In France, the two most significardnges in road safety policies took place in
1973 (speed limitation on a number of high traffi@ds, mandatory use of seat belts on
front seats, mandatory helmet) and 2001 (announcethat road safety is a national

priority and end of tolerance to speed violations).

36. The most vulnerable road users are youngsi&s?4 years), who represent 9 per
cent of the population and 21.1 per cent of thaqes killed, and motorcyclists (only 2 per
cent of vehicles but 28 per cent killed, with 11&¥ed in 2009).

37. The data of 2009 confirmed a stable trend. Hewethe most worrying
development is the increase in 2009 of fatalitresmagst two-wheelers.

38.  Alcohol is still present in 30 per cent of fateashes, with a worsening situation in
2008 (28 per cent).

39. Itwas pointed out that 25 per cent of infrimgats are made by drivers with foreign
licence plates, 80 per cent of these being comdhitear the borders. President of France
has set the national objective to decrease the aeupoflkilled to 3000 by 2012, by means of
automatic controls (speed, red light, level-crogsjraverage speed, differentiation between
heavy vehicles and vehicles), improved youth tregniimproved fight against driving
under the influence of alcohol and drugs and lagtrot least improved safety of two
wheelers.

40. France has put in place some of the best raatyscommunication campaigns,
using all the possibilities provided by modern naedi

41.  The road traffic safety day in francophone ¢oes will take place on 22 and 23
November 2010.

42.  The delegate of Belgium underlined that hisntgufaces problems that are very
similar to those of France, especially concerninfpeeement for infringements made by
foreigners. He informed WP.1 of two new laws, whinte enforced as from 1 October
2010: saliva tests are allowed to be performedréteioto check drivers for impaired drug
driving, and drunk drivers can be obliged to hahairtvehicle equipped with an alcolock.

43.  The representative of Spain informed WP.1 thext country is improving road
traffic safety, especially through cooperation witital communities and municipalities,
with a focus on education and enforcement. Spars stontribute to road safety campaigns.

44.  The representative of Turkey made a presentathmout recent educational road
safety campaigns in his country. The “Traffic Rasgibility Action” is an effort to improve
awareness about acting responsibly in traffic, @nthke precautions to increase safety in
traffic. Producing durable and sustainable soldifor safety in traffic, which is one of the
greatest problems in Turkey, is only possible tgiothe participation of all stakeholders
such as Ministry of Transportation and Communicgtidinistry of Internal Affairs
Ministry of National Education, Ministry of Enviroment and Forest, Ministry of Industry
and Trade, several universities, the Metropolitanniipalities of Ankara andstanbul,
Turkish Accreditation Agency, Turkish Drivers andhicle Owners Association, TRT-
Turkish Radio and Television Institution, TUVTURK.
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45.  Following the first stakeholder meeting, conmenesive research consisting of focus
group and field research was undertaken to undetdtaw the public perceived “Acting
Responsibly in Traffic”. The research showed thap@r cent of the drivers believes that
they act responsibly in traffic (this is in contiettbn with the fact that fatal traffic
accidents in Turkey are double than EU levels) thiatl 95 per cent of the drivers received
no formal or informal training after receiving thdicence. As a consequence of this
research, the Traffic Responsbility Action aimsraminding the public about traffic
responsibility.

46. Two new projects are to start in October 2Qth8:“Bosom Buddies Action” (aims
at creating awareness and developing positive mmarinethe field of “Safety of Life in
Traffic” at earlier ages; target group: teachefstraffic course in primary education,
students, families and school-bus drivers) and piasible Citizens Action” (designed to
improve awareness about acting responsibly ini¢ratirget group: local community in the
provinces where the project has started and uniyestsidents).

47.  The representative of the Russian Federatidormed WP.1 of the positive
developments that took place in the last five yearsend which is expected to continue
until 2012, especially due to changes in natioaassl (e.g. more severe provisions on drunk
driving, an enlarged list of violations, more seveules on overtaking).

48.  The representative of Ireland gave a presentatbout the road safety policies and
structures in place in his country. There are types$ of issues on which road safety policy
is focused:

55.  The representative of Uzbekistan informed W&t the competent authority for
road traffic safety in his country is the Agency fAutomobile Transport within the
Ministry of Interior. The priorities in road safetgince the adoption in 1995 of the law on
road traffic safety, are the transport of persoimepfoving related infrastructures,
prohibiting circulation of buses at night) and eatimn (clubs of “Young inspectors” have
been created in schools for regular road safeiyitrg).

56. The delegate from Tunisia brought to the aiwendf the Working Party the need of

low and middle income countries to have access tande allowed to use widely the

materials created by developed countries for edutaltcampaigns (videos, clips and any
other media creations).

57. The representative of Institute of Road Traffimucation (IRTE) gave a
comprehensive presentation about the Instituteimnglanned contribution to improving
road safety performance in India, a country witgngicant problems in this area and
particularly in need of capacity building. The idities which were brought to the
attention of the Working Party were:

(c) not fully compatible legislation with the traffengineering practices

58.  The President of IRTE made an appeal to thekivrParty, its members and the
secretariat to assist his Institute in the transfémow-how.

59. The representative of International Union oilRays (UIC) made a presentation
about the International Level-Crossing Awarenesy D&ACAD) organized by UIC in
cooperation with the European Commission on 22 RO#). All interested road safety
stakeholders can download and use free of chargelen clip on behavior at level-
crossings aimed at the public, particularly thedramers and pedestrians. The delegate
expressed hope that the Working Party will contébio organizing similar events in the
future.

60. The representative of FIA Foundation informeB.@Wof her organization’s intention
to organize the launching of the Decade of ActimnRoad Safety on 11 May 2011, with a
series of national and regional events as partrollimg global launch. She also informed

61. With regard to the consistency between the €otien on Road Traffic, 1968, and
the vehicle technical regulations, the Working Pantited the virtual group of experts
from France, Germany, Russian Federation and Spaiontinue working on the
amendment proposal related to Driver's Assistangsteé®ns which is going to be drafted
for the coming session and called as well oregsprepresenting the World Forum for
Harmonization of Vehicle Regulations (WP.29) whdlwke also preparing amendment
proposals (focusing on lighting) to submit as infiai documents for WP.1 consideration at
the sixty-first session.

62. A new subject of interest to the Working Pattie to its potential impact on road
traffic safety might be the effect of the lack alise by electric vehicles in traffic.

Convention on Road Signs and Signals, 1968 (agenda item 5)

Proposal on Variable M essage Signs

63. The Working Party took note of the letter depthe Chair of the informal group of
experts dealing with Variable Message Signs (VMB{ aeiterated its request that the
informal group focus on drafting a proposal to athémee Convention on Road Signs and
Signals (1968) to include VMS. The Working Partyainvited Governments to contribute
to this work and it expects a proposal be submiftgdconsideration at the sixty-first
session. The informal group of experts was alsitad to deliver a presentati@ the next
session about recent developments in the EU iratieis.

Consolidated Resolution on Road Traffic (agenda item 6)

Multi-disciplinary crash investigation

64. The Working Party welcomed a presentation byrderk on how multi-disciplinary
crash investigations (MDCIs) are organized andiedrout in his country and considered
the information compiled by the secretariat.

66. As far as Multidisciplinary Crash Investigatidhe subject was considered as being
of interest to the Working Party, but there wasawmmsensus on how to proceed. For

75. The Road Safety Institute “Panos Mylonas” fr@reece informed the Working
Party about the opportunities provided by the W@&ttut Jamboree to be held in Rinkaby,
Sweden, from 27 July to 7 August 2011, with thetipgration of more than 40,000 scouts
from 180 countries. Bearing in mind that road imafhjuries are the first leading cause of
death for ages 15-19 years old and the secondyéx 514 years old, this event represents
an excellent opportunity to promote road safety mgngoung people. The Road Safety
Institute “Panos Mylonas” is ready to design, inmpdant and coordinate programmes and
actions aimed to change road safety culture andvietr. The Working Party was invited
to consider possibilities to be associated with thitiative.
