1. The joint meeting of the RID Committee of Expeaind the Working Party on the
Transport of Dangerous Goods of the United NatiBaenomic Commission for Europe
(ECE) was held in Bern and in Geneva from 8 to Hpt&mnber 2009, with Mr. C.

Pfauvadel (France) as Chairman and Mr. H. Rein rffaey) as Vice-Chairman.

Representatives of the following countries tookt parthe work of the session: Austria,
Belgium, Bulgaria, Canada, Czech Republic, DenmE&ikland, France, Germany, Italy,
Latvia, Liechtenstein, Netherlands, Norway, PolaRdrtugal, Romania, Serbia, Slovakia,
Spain, Sweden, Switzerland, United Kingdom of Grigatain and Northern Ireland and
United States of America. The European Commissiaa also represented. The following
intergovernmental organization was representedOttganization for Cooperation between
Railways (OSJD).

3. Noting that the Working Party on the TranspdrDangerous Goods (WP.15) had
requested the Working Party on Standards of thatJdieeting to consider certain
references to standards relating solely to ADR,bieat Meeting confirmed that only the
Working Group on Standards was in contact with CEMce it had access to the EN draft
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standards, it should deal with all references amdards, including those relating solely to
RID, ADR or ADN.

4. The representative of CEN suggested that andiginh should be drawn between
standards referred to for safety reasons and stwsdased to support regulations.
Nevertheless, the Joint Meeting noted that theustaf a standard is not linked to the
content itself but is determined by the manner lvicl it is referred to. When RID, ADR or
ADN made application of a particular standard colsmy, the contracting Parties should
be able to refer to its content and be kept infarmieany changes.

5. It was noted that the Working Group currenthaltdenainly with standards relating

to packaging and tanks, but that it should alscec@ll other fields where reference was
made to the standards. A directory of the standeoddd be prepared, with CEN keeping
the Joint Meeting informed of all work carried @ut referenced EN standards.

6. The Working Group on Standards was thus entiustth preliminary consideration
of the two documents submitted by Sweden.

2. Draft standard “EN 15507”

9. Several delegations agreed with the principleetdrring to a standard for testing the
chemical compatibility of plastics materials. It svguestioned, however, whether the
reproducibility of the results obtained applyingrefard EN 15507:2008 was satisfactory. It
would also seem that application of the standardldvbave a negative impact on safety,
since certain packagings that passed the tesiedaut under that standard failed the tests
carried out under the current procedure for testimgmical compatibility.

10. Some delegations also asked for the issue tdideeissed by the United Nations
Sub-Committee of Experts on the Transport of DamgerGoods so that a universal
solution could be found for all modes of transptirtvas pointed out that the approach of
some countries was different from the European agagr to testing chemical compatibility
and that the matter had already been put to theCaumbmittee of Experts, which had
decided at the time that it was not necessarykio tfae matter further.
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11. The Joint Meeting agreed in the end that thekvgbould continue over the next
biennium in order to enable laboratories to imprtwe process and the reproducibility of
results. Subsequently, improved provisions for nexfee to an EN standard could be
introduced. The representative of Germany mentioaeGerman research project and
invited delegations to share their test results.

Recommendations on the Transport of Dangerous G¢B@E/TRANS/WP.15/AC.1/
2009/16). The Working Group would attempt to coasithose matters by correspondence
before the next session of Working Party WP.15.

14.  The Joint Meeting wished to draw the attentbthe RID Committee of Experts to
the fact that the Working Group on Standards suppadhe proposal to refer to standards
EN15551:2009 and pr.EN12663-2:2009 in special gioni TE 22 in section 6.8.4 of RID
(see ECE/TRANS/WP.15/AC.1/2009/43, para. 3, andrindl document INF.41, para.
2.2.3).

15.  The opinion of the Working Group on Standaras documents ECE/TRANS/
WP.15/AC.1/2009/33 and 34 (informal document INF.para. 2.3.1), which had been
queried by the representative of Belgium, was tratted to the Working Group on Tanks.

16.  The Joint Meeting noted that the Working GronpStandards had not been able to
verify whether there was a need to update the epfers to standards EN 3, EN 141, EN
471 and EN 13 501-1, referred to in paragraphgt@&and sections 5.4.3, 8.1.5, 6.12.5 and
9.3.4.2 of ADR, but that the Working Group suppdrtbe principle of updating (see also
ECE/TRANS/WP.15/2009/2 and informal document INF.IIthe verifications could be
made by correspondence before the next sessionookilg Party WP.15. A member of
the secretariat recalled that it was necessarystimduish between standards referred to as
examples and those referred to for mandatory agtpdic, the updating of which might
necessitate transitional measures.

The
working group’s proposal was adopted, as amended &nex [). It was noted that a
number of parallel amendments would need to be nadke definition of “loader” (see
annex I).

19. Paragraph 1.4.3.x.1 (a) proposed by the worldngup was preferred to that
proposed by IRU and was adopted with some amendnisg annex ).

20. After a brief discussion, the representative Ssfeden withdrew the proposed
amendments to 1.4.3.x.1 (a) contained in infornegludnent INF.32. The term “unloading”
included discharging, and the volume of goods taliseharged was not always known in
the case of transport by tank, and thus was natated on the transport document. It was
therefore decided to delete the references to digaig in the new subsection 1.4.3.x and
to add an explanatory note (see annex I).

21. The last sentence of 1.4.3.x.1 (b) was planeotackets for separate consideration
for each mode of transport.

22.  The IRU proposal concerning 1.4.3.x.1 (c) waissupported.

23.  The Joint Meeting noted that the differencthenwording of paragraph 1.4.3.x.1 (d)
in RID and ADR was due to the fact that vehiclesen@ccompanied by a driver and that
the carrier, according to 1.4.2.2.1 (f), was reeghito ascertain that the danger labels and
appropriate markings had been affixed to the vehicl

24.  The Joint Meeting adopted the text of paragr@has proposed by the working
group, as well as paragraphs (e) and (f), excegdt plaragraph (d) was placed last (see
annex I).

25.  The proposals from IRU for an additional paaggr requesting that the respective
obligations of the consignor, the carrier and thesignee be put in writing before the start
of the journey were not adopted.

26. 1.4.3.x.2 as proposed by the informal workinoug was adopted (see annex ).

27.  The text of 1.4.2.3.1 proposed for ADR wasraidj with the text proposed for RID,
as most delegations did not understand clearly wiey consignee should check after
unloading that the unloader had met the obligatispecifically assigned to the unloader
(see annex I).

B. Report of the informal working group on the petiodicity of testing of
refillable welded cylinders for liquefied petroleumgases (LPG)

31.  The Joint Meeting adopted the principle of hamining the conditions for granting
an extended periodicity of testing (15 years) fefillable welded steel cylinders for
liquefied petroleum gases (LPG), which have preslpbeen decided individually by each
member State of OTIF or contracting Party to ADReToint Meeting also adopted the
text proposed by the informal working group in aand to document
ECE/TRANS/WP.15/AC.1/2009/22, subject to a numbfezditorial amendments finalized
by an editorial group (see annex I).

32. The Joint Meeting also adopted transitionalvizions according to which each
ADR contracting Party or member State of OTIF vl able to continue to extend this
periodicity in accordance with the methods thasitablishes until 31 December 2014. The
gas cylinders concerned by these authorization$ nuidear the “P15Y” mark and may be
used only in the country or countries that haventgd these authorizations in accordance
with their own methods.

33.  The Joint Meeting noted that the informal wogkgroup would continue its work to
resolve the problems referred to in annex 1 of  uwient
ECE/TRANS/WP.15/AC.1/2009/22, such as the definitgd LPG. The informal working
group would also study whether it is worth consiagrextending the periodicity for other
types of LPG cylinders and whether LPG type gasesrahan UN Nos. 1011, 1075, 1965,
1969 and 1978 might be affected.

34. The Joint Meeting noted that EIGA wished to Bgwn similar measures for
industrial gases that could be discussed by anrnrdb group. However, ECMA was
opposed to this, as it considered that the periaabpections in accordance with the
periodicity required at present often revealeddsaof corrosion in the case of industrial
gases and that extending the periodicity mightetfuee lead to a reduction in the level of
safety.

35. It was pointed out that, for industrial gag® question did not arise in the same
terms as for LPG, because the conditions concertfiagperiodicity of inspections were
already harmonized. Those delegates who expresséeadid not support the idea of
setting up an informal working group until EIGA pided more detailed justification and
convincing evidence and until EIGA and ECMA had ughbt their respective positions
closer together.

36. It was also pointed out that, unlike LPG, whigk carried locally, industrial gases
are carried in multimodal international transpovemlarge distances and that it would
therefore perhaps be preferable for the issue tdismissed by the United Nations Sub-
Committee of Experts on the Transport of Dangef®asds.

37.  The representative of EIGA invited delegatitmgive him their detailed comments
and said that he would consider the best way td @éh the issue either in the Joint
Meeting or in the United Nations Sub-Committee.

RID/ADR or UN pressure receptacles or both, proditteat the cylinders in the bundles are
of the same type and have the same test pressure.

(a T code and a RID/ADR code), it was allowed tocaubstances authorized under either
code.

Such transitional measuresldradso be envisaged in the event that
changes were made to the RID/ADR tank codes. Theesentative of the Netherlands
indicated, moreover, that there were at least fioeotherwise specified (n.o.s.) entries for
toxic by inhalation materials to which the code Té&#lied but for which the RID/ADR
tank code had not been amended. The Joint Meegirepd that the RID/ADR tank codes
for such entries should be the same as those tinel@ntries covered by the code TP37 or
L15CH (see annex I). The representative of Frangeldvdraft a proposal for transitional
measures, detailing the numbers in question, fbmsssion to sessions of Working Party
WP.15 and the RID Committee of Experts.

57.  The Joint Meeting was informed that Mr. J. Liglwas retiring and could therefore
no longer chair the Working Group. It thanked hirrmly for his contribution to the work
of the Joint Meeting and the safety of the transpdérdangerous goods throughout his
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career and wished him a long and happy retireniemiso approved his replacement by
Mr. A. Ulrich (Germany) to chair the Working Groop Tanks.

65. Some delegations considered, however, thatdvazation of those criteria with the
criteria applied in sectors other than transpoiimope, notably in the use and distribution
of chemical products, was also desirable.

66. The Joint Meeting agreed that, if the Inteai Maritime Organization was not
able to reflect in the forthcoming edition of tHdDG Code the criteria set out in the third
revised edition of GHS, transitional measures woblve to be envisaged so that
multimodal transport was not impeded.

69. The Joint Meeting noted that the insertion.BL.22 of references to ISO standards
3924 and 3405 and ASTM standard D86-07a for detengithe initial boiling point of
petroleum products could create an inconsistently gpecial provision 649, under which
ASTM standard D86-01 alone was to be used.

70.  The representative of Germany stated that &@dard 3405 and ASTM standard
D86-07a were acceptable but ISO standard 3924 wioale to be checked. If the three
standards were acceptable, special provision 64Ri ¢ deleted.

Chapter 5.4

71. The proposal by CIT and UIC (informal documdNht-.7) not to adopt the
amendment relating to 5.4.1.1.6.1 was rejected.

UN No. 1510, tetranitromethane (see also docemt

72.  The Joint Meeting decided that the attributa@ntunnel codes was a matter for
WHP.15 alone.

74.  The Joint Meeting confirmed that the carriafjhese materials in intermediate bulk
containers (IBCs) would no longer be allowed andt tthere would be no transitional
measure other than the general measure of six month

12.  Special provision 589 (see also document ECRANS/WP.15/AC.1/2009/16, para. 28)

75. The Joint Meeting decided to dispense with igpegrovision 589, since the
descriptions in the various items relating to aaitihypochlorite ought to give indication
enough of the appropriate classification undertibes in Part 2.

13.  New UN No. 3495 for iodine

76.  The Joint Meeting noted that iodine had beassified as a corrosive and toxic
substance on the basis of its observed effects umnahs. That classification was not
consistent with Regulation (EC) No. 1272/2008, beweral delegations pointed out that
during the early days of GHS there were very likelybe some contradictions among the
current different classifications, and those wounkkd to be resolved as time went on.
There was no reason for the Joint Meeting to reopdestussion on this carriage
classification. Any delegation wishing to challenigeshould request a fresh discussion,
supported by the appropriate data, in the UnitetloNa Sub-Committee of Experts on the
Transport of Dangerous Goods.

14.  Special provision 356 (see also document ECRANS/WP.15/AC.1/2009/16, paras. 31
and 32)

77. The Joint Meeting agreed that, in the casepetial provision 356, concerning
hydrogen in a metal hydride storage system (UN3468), the term “competent authority”
meant the competent authority of the country of afiacture. If the country of manufacture
was not a party to ADR or a State member of thev€otion concerning International
Carriage by Rail (COTIF), the approval by the cotepe authority of the country of
manufacture must be recognized by the competehbsityt of a State party to ADR or a
State member of COTIF.

15. Packing Instruction P200, paragraph (10), spéd packing provision “k” (see also
document ECE/TRANS/WP.15/AC.1/2009/16, para. 37)

78. It was decided that the current provision o0DRIDR setting out requirements for
the compatibility of plugs or caps fitted on valeatlets with the contents should be
retained.

16. Packing Instruction P203 (cryogenic receptact (see also document
ECE/TRANS/WP.15/AC.1/2009/16, paras. 38 and 39)

79.  The Joint Meeting decided by a vote that panaty(8) of the proposed new Packing
Instruction P203 for closed cryogenic receptaclesis(ing paragraph (9) of P203)
concerning periodic inspections was unnecessary andd be deleted. As a result,
paragraph 6.2.3.5.2 and the last sentence of Z0Ld3.RID/ADR were also deleted.

17. Chapter 5.4, Electronic data interchange (EDIjsee also document
ECE/TRANS/WP.15/AC.1/2009/16, paras. 43 and 44)

80. The Joint Meeting welcomed the introductiomefv provisions in the UN Model
Regulations facilitating the use of electronic dat#erchange (EDI) techniques. It noted,
however, that RID/ADR and ADN already containedhspoovisions.

81. Some delegations were not in favour of insgriiio the Model Regulations a new
paragraph 5.4.1.4.3 requiring the consignor tolie o produce the information required
in the transport document without delay as a papeument; such a requirement seemed
difficult to comply with during transport and wastnn line with the spirit of facilitation
through the use of EDI.

82. A lunchtime working group met to resolve thsuis (informal document INF.53)
and ultimately agreed that the consignor shoulg bel required to be in a position to give
the information to the carrier on paper.

83.  The working group’s deliberations (informal doent INF.53) led to the adoption
of other amendments to chapter 5.4 and paragrdp.2.1 (b).

84. The Joint Meeting noted that the amendmenggdtion 5.4.2 of the IMDG Code, as
contained in footnote 4 to 5.4.2 of RID/ADR/ADN, uld need to be checked by the
secretariat after consideration by the InternatitdMeitime Organization (IMO).

85.  Following the decision of the United NationsbSTommittee of Experts on the
Transport of Dangerous Goods at its June 2009®e$SIT/SG/AC.10/C.3/70, para. 65),
the Joint Meeting decided to maintain the requinente include the names and addresses
of the consignor and the consignee in the docurtienteelating to excepted packages.

86. The Joint Meeting noted that the proposal leydbcretariat was intended to align
the provisions of Chapter 3.4 of RID/ADR/ADN reladi to the transport of dangerous
goods packed in limited quantities with those oagtler 3.4 of the UN Model Regulations,
in accordance with the following principles estabéd by the Ad Hoc Working Group on
the Harmonization of RID/ADR/ADN with the UN Recoremdations on the Transport of
Dangerous Goods (see also document ECE/TRANS/WACLS/2009/16, paras. 33—36):

(@) The text of Chapter 3.4 should conform to thdent possible to the
corresponding text in the Model Regulations whe ghantity limits per inner packaging
correspond to those established in the Model Régukand should become applicable as
soon as possible, with no transitional measuregrothan the general measure of six
months;

(b)  The current provisions of RID/ADR/ADN couldmue to be applied when
the quantities per inner packaging exceed thosecpbed in the Model Regulations, but
only for a limited time, for example until 31 Decber 2017.

87. In informal documents INF.16, INF.30 and INE.42EPE, AISE and FEA had
requested an additional transitional period foritith quantities conforming with the
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guantities established in the UN Model Regulationsning until 31 December 2011 for
AISE and CEPE and until 30 June 2017 for FEA.

88. After a lengthy discussion, the Joint Meetingcided that Chapter 3.4 of
RID/ADR/ADN would be brought into line with the UNodel Regulations but that the
current RID/ADR/ADN system could continue to be dige parallel until 30 June 2015 by
virtue of a transitional provision inserted in Clapl.6, except in the case of the
chlorosilanes referred to in document ECE/TRANS/Y8RAC.1/2009/40, which it would
no longer be permissible to carry under the provisiof Chapter 3.4 (see annex I).

89. The Joint Meeting requested that the ECE ant-Ge&cretariats should keep the
2009 versions of ADR, ADN and RID available on theebsites until 30 June 2015 so that
users could check the applicable provisions duttiegransitional period.

90. FEA also questioned the principle of bringimg tform of RID/ADR/ADN into
alignment with that of the UN Model Regulationsefarring instead that Chapter 3.4
should spell out exactly which provisions were aggtile.

91. The Joint Meeting shared the view of FEA tletisg out only the RID/ADR/ADN
provisions applicable to the carriage of dangergosds packed in limited quantities in
Chapter 3.4 would be more user-friendly than theregach of the UN Model Regulations
(informal documents INF.56B), which gave some agtlle measures and some
inapplicable ones. It therefore adopted the opfu forward in informal document
INF.56A, whereby the provisions of Chapter 3.4 dDFADR/ADN could be aligned in a
different form with those of Chapter 3.4 of the Mddel Regulations.

Furthermomne delegations were not in favour of
adding administrative measures for the approvaletficles or containers for carriage in
bulk, which were currently unnecessary under tHe/RDR system.
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96. The representative of the United Kingdom sdidt the would prepare a new
document setting out the proposed provisions mdearly and he invited interested
delegations to transmit their comments to him iitiag so that he could draft a new formal
proposal for submission at the next session.

Railway accident in Viareggio, Italy, 29 June 20®

111. A member of the OTIF secretariat informed Jbet Meeting of the results of the
conference on rail safety organized by the Europ€ammission in Brussels on 8
September 2009. With regard to the accident indggio, possible solutions for improving
safety had been mentioned, such as speed redueatioiding built-up residential areas,
more frequent maintenance and inspection of rollstgck and automatic braking
mechanisms.

112. The Chairman noted that the accident had b&ebuted to a rolling-stock defect

and that RID did not contain any provisions congegrthis rolling stock. He considered
that, even if the conclusions did not reveal a fgabof conformity with the provisions of

RID, the loss of human life and the damage causem wirectly linked to the dangerous
goods being carried. The question should therefds® be considered by the RID
Committee of Experts, which should try to find wagswhich such disastrous accidents
could be avoided.

113. As Chairman of the RID Committee of Experts® representative of Germany
reminded the Joint Meeting that the RID Committéé&xrperts had decided to introduce
provisions into RID requiring derailment detecttosbe fitted to tank wagons. He greatly
regretted that at the forty-fourth session of tlwen@ittee in November 2007, the European
Commission had required that the decision shouldsimpended, on the advice of the
European Railway Agency (ERA), which, on the badia cost-benefit analysis on safety,
had considered that the costs were disproportiof@@eument OTIF/RID/CE/2007-A,
paras. 88—104).

114. It was recalled that, by contrast with RID, RRlso contained provisions relating to
the safety of vehicles and that Working Party WPha8l checked the provisions on the
construction and safety of vehicles intended fercarriage of dangerous goods. However,
it cooperated very productively with another UNEB&dy responsible for matters relating
to vehicle construction, the World Forum for Harrimation of Vehicle Regulations
(WP.29). WP.29 provided its expertise on the basithe safety requirements determined
by WP.15. Several delegations therefore expressetidpe that a similar mechanism could
be set up for RID, namely better cooperation behatbe technical bodies responsible for
the safety of railway rolling stock, such as UIQTCERA and the RID Committee of
Experts.
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115. The representative of the Commission pointgtdtttat the Commission considered
the RID Committee of Experts to be the competenyldfor matters relating to safety in the
carriage of dangerous goods and assured the Jaatilg that the European institutions
responsible for the safety of rolling stock orwaily safety in general would cooperate fully
with the RID Committee of Experts.
