This is why therewdd be no problem to impose subsection 6.2.1.3
as applicable for the standards which had beenighga prior to the inclusion of the burst test re-

quirement in RID/ADR.

As a consequence, 6.2.1.1 and 6.2.1.3 can be tadiea applicable for all standards on closurésdis
in the table.

A simplified indication of section 6.2.1 instead ®@R.1.1 and 6.2.1.3 as applicable subsections and
paragraphs was discussed and seen as an optitmabrsoHowever, it is preferred that the existing
type of reference of subsections is kept.

With respect to the latest date of withdrawal gfetyapprovals issued on the basis of EN 849:1996 and
EN 849:1996+A2:2001 it is considered necessarydtbaadate as there was no maximum lifetime set
for type approvals at the time of the validity kese standards prior to its replacement by EN ISO
10297:2006.

It is recalled that the STD’S WG supported in pipfe a reference to this standard and announced
a final recommendation after it would be provideithva copy of the latest draft (sédF 41, #
2.2). EN ISO 13340:2001 had already been discuisskthrch 2002 with the conclusion that this
standard with its limited number of clauses wagpsed to be a “supportive standard”, not rec-
ommended for reference in RID/ADR. This is why CE&ne to the conclusion that an additional
discussion and the repeated distribution of thedsted would not be reasonable.

However, the Working Group became aware that ISB1Q%as been decided to be referenced in
the UN Model Regulations. Together with the fadtattthe standard is a normative reference in
cylinder design standards referenced in RID/ADR #rat RID/ADR have been revised several
times since the standard has been discussed ini2@@2 concluded that there is a need to address
the standard again and that the text needs todaéded again to the delegates in electronic form
for the next session.
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
