During the Committee session, a policy-oriente@jnsent (round table) was
organized under the theme "Sustainable transpartldement: the case of inland water
transport” aimed at identifying policy recommendas to better exploit the potential of the
E-network of rivers, canals and inland ports faeinational transport. A short report of the
round table, in the form of Chair's conclusionsaimexed to the report of the ITC session
(ECE/TRANS/208, paras. 25-26 and Annex).

The Committee was also informed of the outline atxdcture of the draft "White
Paper on Efficient and Sustainable Inland Watem3jpart in Europe”, mandated by the
pan-European Conference on Inland Water TransBoth{arest, 2006) and being currently
prepared under the auspices of the Working Partinlamd Water Transport (SC.3). The
White Paper will present the evolution of inlandrigation since the publication of the first
UNECE White Paper in 1996 and promote a pan-Européaon for the development of
efficient and sustainable inland water transpo@EETRANS/208, paras.
