TERMS OF REFERENCE

The objective of the informal group is to assist #World Forum for the harmonisation of vehicle fagjons
(WP.29) in considering actions on the future dimtfor the harmonisation of vehicle regulationsienthe 1958
Agreement. This future direction should aim at doistg the participation of more countries and raglaeconomic
integration organisations in the activities of iMerld Forum and to increase the number of ContngcRarties to
the Agreement, by improving its functioning andabkility, and thus ensuring that it remains the katgrnational
framework for the harmonisation of technical regjolas in the automotive sector.

To fulfil this objective the informal group shadls a first step, make an inventory of the elemenhish it considers
should be addressed in a review of the 1958 Agragntking into account contributions by ContragtiRarties
and non-governmental organisations, and establishdmap for addressing these elements as a reaahatien to
WP.29.

In doing so, the informal group shall give partaubttention to the procedures for developing, atimenand
adopting technical regulations for motor vehiclasd their implementation by Contracting Parties] also to the
conditions for granting type approvals and theitumalrecognition. Other elements to be includedcfamsideration
are the methods for conformity assessment andficatibn procedures, including the responsibilitiaad
competence of involved parties and aspects releteshforcement, such as ensuring conformity of petidn,
market surveillance, safeguard measures and disptttement procedures.

The informal group shall submit the inventory anddmap for the future direction on the harmonisatibvehicle
regulations to WP.29 for consideration, the latesits [155th] session in [November 2011].

The target completion date for the work of the infal group shall be the [18Bsession of WP.29 in [March
2016].

This target completion date will be reviewed in fidmber 2011] taking into account the assessmei/By29 of
the inventory and roadmap submitted by the inforgnalip for consideration.

Final decisions on proposals rest with WP.29 aeddantracting Parties.

RULES OF PROCEDURE

The informal group is a sub group of WP.29, angjpien to all participants of WP.29.

A Chairman and a Secretary will manage the inforgnalp.

The official language of the informal group will Bmglish.

All documents and/or proposals must be submittethéoSecretary of the group in a suitable electrémimat in
advance of the meetings. The group may refuséstuss any item or proposal which has not beemnleited 10

working days in advance of the scheduled meeting.

An agenda and related documents will be circuldte@ll members of the informal group in advanceatf
scheduled meetings.

Proposals will be developed by consensus. Whesermus cannot be reached, the Chairman of therafaroup
shall present the different points of view to WR.Z%he Chairman may seek guidance from WP.29 aopppte.

The progress of the informal group will be routinekported to WP.29 — wherever possible as an rimdibr
document and presented by the Chairman or hisseptative.
