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Introduction

1. Every year some 1.3 million people die as a resfload traffic crashes
worldwide. This is more than 3,500 deaths each &ndd traffic injuries are
the leading causes of death for children and yopegple. In addition, on
average 20 to 50 million people sustain non-fatgliries from road traffic
crashes each year.

2. As part of the UN global mandate to improve roadfic safety, the United
Nations Economic Commission for Europe (UNECE),eotlUnited Nations
Regional Commissions, and the World Health Orgdiuna(WHO) were

invited by the United Nations General Assembly Rasin A/58/289

"Improving global road safety”, to act as coordamabf road safety issues
across the United Nations system. This mandate r@aiirmed in October
2005, through United Nations General Assembly Reg&ni A/60/5.

3. Taking into account the urgency to improve glolmd safety, in March
2010, the United Nations General Assembly procldirie period 2011-2020
to be the Decade of Action for Road Safety. The €é@nAssembly, in its
“Resolution on Improving Road Safety” (64/255) edllfor intensive work to
reduce global road traffic fatalities by increasiagtivities at the national,
regional and global levels. In cooperation with thated Nations Road Safety
Collaboration Group and other stakeholders, a ggidiocument — the UN
Global Plan for the Decade of Action for Road Saf@011 — 2020) — was
prepared to support the implementation of its abjes.

4. Even though in the UNECE region fatality rates hbeen declining over

the past decade, in certain sub-regions numberstéirpersistently high and

continue to worsen. This year’s launching of the&t® brought the challenge
to the forefront of developments, with most UNEC&utries taking action

towards effective road safety policies and the rivdonal community co-

ordinating its efforts to ensure that the Decade$eto real improvements.



5. UNECE has been actively engaged in global and nediooad safety
activities over the past 60 years through its wor#teveloping and updating the
UN legal instruments as well as providing regiotethnical assistance to
Governments. ECE has made strides by addressnkethroad safety factors:
user behavior, vehicles and infrastructure as agbupporting Governments to
harmonize and enforce traffic rules and measunexjyce safe road vehicles,
reduce the risk of accidents with dangerous goodshazardous materials and
ensure that only safe and well maintained vehiale$ competent drivers are
allowed to participate in traffic. Moreover, traospinfrastructure agreements
developed under UNECE auspices, have given Europerent pan-European
and safer road transport networks.

5. UNECE presents its Action Plan for the UN Decaflé\ction for Road
Safety (2011-2020). The Plan - contained in tmfrmal document — is
directly aligned to the UN Global Plan for the Ddeaof Action for Road
Safety (2011 — 2020), and aims at achieving UNEG&/srall road safety
goals by addressing priority areas of work as waelimplementing continuous
and future actions for each goal in its geographacea and beyond. The plan
will be reviewed and updated annually to ensuré phagress is being made
towards meeting the objectives and that performamdieators are reached.

6. This consolidated Action Plan includes actiongiatives and measures for
several UNECE Working Parties. As the main coatiiig entity in the area
of road safety, the Plan was discussed and adatéte 64' Session of the
Working Party on Road Traffic Safety (WP.1). THarPfalls in line with the
WP.1 roadmap adopted earlier (ECE/TRANS/WP.1/208%/%.1) which
indicates strategic directions for the working pantimproving the global road
safety and includes activities of the Programm&&/ofk for the period of 2012
— 2016. The Plan will be included in the agendahefITC for consideration
and adoption.

7. In order to move forward and implement the UNEERoad Safety Action
Plan as well as reach the goals for the UN Decéddection for Road Safety,
additional resources still need to be sought thnostgategic partnerships and
close cooperation with key stakeholders.
