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Revised procedur e of cooperation with the European Committee for
Standar dization (CEN) and the European Committee for
Electrotechnical Standardization (CENELEC)

Definitions
For the purpose of these procedures the followefaiions apply:

Dedicated standards

EN or EN ISO standards related to existing RID/ABBN requirements and developed
specifically in relation to the regulations on theansport of dangerous goods in
RID/ADR/ADN.

For dedicated standards, the Joint Meeting hasréspdn evaluating compliance with
RID/ADR/ADN requirements and influencing the contenf the standards without having
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to consult other sectors (such as for standardg¢hendesign, construction, testing of
pressure receptacles and tanks as well as somagiaglstandards).

Typically, standards established under the Europ@ammission Mandate M/086 fall
under this category. These standards include tl@wiog sentence in the foreword:

“This standard has been submitted for reference the RID and/or in the technical
annexes of the ADR."

Examples:

- Basically all standards on the design, conswoctesting and marking of pressure
receptacles and tanks;

- Some packaging standards.
Dedicated standards are subject to the procedwuténenl below and are reviewed by the
Working Group on Standards for compliance withrénguirements of RID/ADR/ADN.
General purpose standard

A standard which has been developed outside theaimoof the transport of dangerous
goods by experts in other fields.

General purpose standards support the understandihgthe requirements of
RID/ADR/ADN, their uniform application and the aekiement of harmonized results in
measurement, inspection and testing. In most cagasral purpose standards have no
potential to conflict with the requirements of RKVR/ADN.

Examples:
 Standards on the establishment of the physicalgrtigs of dangerous goods;
» Standards on the mechanical properties of matexralsheir testing;

» Standards on the chemical and physical compatibilft filling substances
and construction materials;

 Freight container standards;
 Standards on the equipment of vehicles and pertonne

General purpose standards are subject to the proeedutlined below and shown in the
attached chart.

Procedures
Procedurefor dedicated standar ds development

Step 1

The European Committee for Standardization (CENJ #re European Committee for
electrotechnical Standardization (CENELEC) will dep standards according to the
CEN/CENELEC rules. The CEN-CENELEC consultant waidlvise the Joint Meeting on

new work items and of work in progress in CEN-CENELwhich will result in standards

intended to be referenced in the RID/ADR/ADN. Thdegiations to the Joint Meeting from
countries which are CEN-CENELEC members can canmtiilbechnical comments to their
National Standardization Bodies during the CEN-CEHRE (5 months) enquiry period.
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Step 2

Draft standards ready for the enquiry stage wilupbaded together with the assessment of
the CEN-CENELEC Consultant to a password prote@Edl website specific to the next
session of the Joint Meeting under "DISPATCH"Xaccessible only to the members of the
Joint Meeting Working Group on Standards and to de&egates of the Joint Meeting.
Members who have access to the website will benaatically informed every time a
document is uploaded.

The members of the Working Group on Standards mayneent on the compliance of the
standard with the RID/ADR/ADN. Their comments wile sent to the CEN-CENELEC
consultant to be compiled in an information docutmfen the next session of the Joint
Meeting. Together with his assessment it will béjsct to discussion by the Working
Group on Standards.

Step 3

As soon as the standard is ready for the Forma¢ Vatcopy will be uploaded to the CEN
website accompanied by the CEN-CENELEC consultapt&ssassessment which shows
how the Joint Meeting’s comments have been takém atcount. Members who have
access to the website will be alerted automatiaaigh time a document is uploaded.

Comments on the standard’s compliance with the ROB/ADN should be sent to the
CEN-CENELEC consultant. The CEN-CENELEC consulistmll evaluate the comments
received within one month from the date of cirdalatof the document. If they are deemed
valid, the launching of the CEN Formal Vote maypstponed until any problem revealed
has been resolved. Comments received after one hmioas elapsed will not delay
publication but any consequential changes in taedstrd will be processed by initiating a
revision.

Step 4

The Joint Meeting will take the decision to ref@etGEN-CENELEC standards based on the
delegates’ study of the Formal Vote text and takinig consideration the recommendations
of the CEN Consultant and of the Joint Meeting VitagkGroup on Standards.

The uploading of standards as mentioned under stemsd 3 shall be completed eight
weeks before the session of the Joint Meeting.

Procedurefor referencesto standards asaresult of harmonization with the United
Nations Recommendation on the Transport of Danger ous Goods, M odel Regulations

The Ad hoc Working Group on the Harmonization oDRADR/ADN with the United
Nations Recommendations on the Transport of Dangef@oods will advise the Joint
Meeting about any references to new or revisednat®nal standards which may be part
of amendments to the Model Regulations intenddukttyansferred to RID/ADR/ADN.

Generally it is taken that these standards are Gantpvith the Model Regulations. In case
a member of the Joint Meeting questions the compéaof these standards with the
requirements of RID/ADR/ADN, the Joint Meeting magk the Working Group on

Standards to assess their compliance. The texheofstandard will be provided by the
member who has raised the concerns together véthetlisoning for the concerns.

Procedurefor new referencesto European general pur pose standards

If a member of the Joint Meeting asks for the isma of an additional general purpose
standard, the CEN-CENELEC Management Centre wilbagh a copy of the draft FprEN

standard on the dedicated CEN webpage mentionedeabder a separate entry “For
information”.

Member States may comment on the compliance ofstapdard with RID/ADR/ADN
which shall be sent to the CEN-CENELEC consultahbwvill submit a judgement on
compliance with RID/ADR/ADN to the Joint Meeting.

Procedurefor revised referencesto European general purpose standards

Based on a system of systematic review of Europstandard references in

RID/ADR/ADN, the CEN-CENELEC Management Centre véllvise the Joint Meeting

regularly in its paper on work in progress in CEbbat any referenced EN and EN 1SO
standards which have been revised.

Together with this information, the CEN-CENELEC satiant will describe the extent and
nature of the revision and its potential to conflicth RID/ADR/ADN. If a member of the
Joint Meeting queries his judgement in writing, sthecomments will be added to the
compiled comments by members of the Joint Meetingdedicated standards to be
discussed by the Working Group on Standards. Thid-CENELEC Management Centre
will then upload a copy of the draft FprEN revistdndard on the dedicated CEN webpage
mentioned above under a separate entry “For infbomia

System of comprehensive documentation and review of referencesto
standardsin RID/ADR/ADN

The CEN-CENELEC Management Centre will supportdberetariat of UNECE/WP.15 in
setting up and updating a database of all standactisled in RID/ADR/ADN.

Termsof reference of the Joint Meeting Working Group on Standards

The terms of reference of the Working Group aréricted to commenting as to whether a
standard complies with the requirements of the RIR/ADN. Technical comments will
be transmitted to the relevant Technical CommittdeSEN.

- The Joint Meeting will request participants tomminate their experts, to assign
them to the Working Group and nominate a Chair;

- The CEN consultant will collaborate with the Wimig Group;

- Meetings of the Working Group on Standards bdlheld at the same time as the
Joint Meeting, but outside its working hours. Warkigroup sessions will begin on the first
Monday of the meeting and will conclude not lateart the Wednesday. The Chair may,
exceptionally, call meetings at other times;

- The Chair will report to the plenary on the exlon of the standards’ conformity
with existing regulations and submit proposals ew or amended references to standards
in RID/ADR/ADN;

- The Joint Meeting will include on its agendait®m under which the Chair of the
Working Group will report to the Joint Meeting.
