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Summary

Explanatory summary: It is not clear under what circumstances the pioms concerning
marking of wagons, transport units and containeiseiction 3.4.13 (a)
and (b) admit the marking foreseen for limited dites to be
replaced by orange-coloured plates.

Action to be taken: Add some clarifying text in section 3.4.13.

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I ntroduction

1. According to RID/ADR section 3.4.13 (a) and (jagons and transport units or
containers with a maximum mass exceeding 12 tooaeging dangerous goods in limited
guantities shall be marked in accordance with 3.4However, this marking is not required
for transport units that already have been providdth orange-coloured plates in
accordance with 5.3.2 or for wagons and contailmmsady provided with placards in
accordance with 5.3.1.

2. During the 89 session of WP.15 a proposal from Switzerland (2D2)0concerning
vehicles carrying limited quantities was on theratge During the discussions it was made
clear that it is only permitted to display orangeocred plates when a transport unit
contains goods which are not exempted under settib. In case the not exempted goods
are unloaded during the transport chain orangeucetbplates shall be removed or covered
and the transport unit shall be marked with the -ib@rkings”. At that meeting it was also
noted that the French and the English wording irRAD4.13 differed:

3. According to the decision taken by WP.15, theliEh text will be corrected in
accordance with the French wording. However, evéh the word “already” inserted in
the text it will still leave some room for interpagion. E.qg. if a transport unit at the start of
the journey is loaded with both LQ and other daagsrgoods, it is permitted to only mark
the unit with the orange coloured plates. If theeotdangerous goods is unloaded during
carriage and only limited quantities remains on tfemsport unit, the orange coloured
plates shall be removed or covered. Thus, the L@imz shall be displayed on the
transport unit. However, as the text is wordedoitld be understood that it is allowed to
keep the orange coloured plates as long as thepiainunit has been loaded with goods
that requires orange-coloured plates during agfdtte transport chain.

4, The Government of Sweden have had indicatiom® fthe enforcement bodies that
it is, in a transport as exemplified above, commamderstood that the provision allows
for either LQ-markings or orange-coloured plates.

5. To eliminate the risk for misunderstanding, @avernment of Sweden proposes to
clarify the text in section 3.4.13 (a) and (b).

Proposal

Amend the text in ADR, section 3.4.13 as followlsaeges stricken out or underlined):

(b)  Containers carrying dangerous goods in limdedntities, on transport units
with a maximum mass exceeding 12 tonnes, shall aked in accordance with

Amend the text in RID, section 3.4.13 as followlsaieges stricken out or underlined):
