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Introduction

1. At the 17th session of the Safety Committee (23 to 26 August 2010), informal
document WP.15/AC.2/17/INF.6 was presented. In the discussion it was decided that
official documents would be presented at the 18th session of the Safety Committee (see
report of the 17" session of the Safety Committee, ECE/TRANS/WP15/AC.2/36, para. 51-
56).

2. The German delegation asked that comments and notes be submitted to Germany
prior to that session. Among the comments submitted were some which concern Table A.

Proposal

2. Considering these comments, it is proposed to amend Table A as shown below. The
amendments are based on ADN 2009 including the corrigendum (ECE/TRANS/203, Vol. |
and Il and ECE/TRANS/203/Corr.1) as well as draft amendments to the Regulations
annexed to ADN including the two Corrigenda (ECE/ADN/9, ECE/ADN/9/Corr.1 and
ECE/ADN/9/Corr.2).
