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 I. Proposal 

Paragraph 6.4.3.5., amend to read: 

"6.4.3.5. If the specified luminous intensity requirements are not met, a re-aim of the 
cut-off position within  ± 0,5° vertical and/or  ± 2° horizontal is allowed.  In 
the re-aimed position all photometric requirements shall be met." 

 II. Justification 

This proposal corrects an editorial error. The current text only allows a unidirectional re-
adjustment of the aim while a bidirectional re-adjustment was intended as is the case in 
other regulations, e.g. Regulation No. 12. This correction also removes a contradiction with 
the requirements on  Conformity.
