Tgmeup is ready to extend its work
in a phase 2 to the second category of ISOFIX CEB®KIX non-Integral CRS). This
phase 2 could also include a review of the testepfdr frontal impact (Increased severity
and CRS integrity check).

6. At the end of phase 2 (End of 2012) the typer@amd for ISOFIX CRS could be
withdrawn from ECE R44 according to transitionadyision to be included in ECE R44.

7. For the phase 3 concerning seatbelt mounted t6&8 are still two options, one is
to introduce these types of CRS into the new remuathe other is to keep them in an
improved ECE R44 including the outcome of the wddne in phases 1 and 2 (Stature
based classification, New Anthropomorphic Q dummiégehicle compatibility of CRS
with Support Leg, Side impact procedure, Mandategyr facing transport of children up to
15 months.)
