Results of the fifth meeting of the 2010-2011 Beau of the
Inland Transport Committee (3 March 2011)

Attendance

1. The meeting was chaired by Erdem Direkler (Tyykend was attended by the
following members: Isabelle Paillet (France), Bj@niwohl (Germany), Bob Oudshoorn
(Netherlands), José Alberto Franco (Portugal), Sendreev (Russian Federation), Jean-
Claude Schneuwly (Switzerland). Sergei Negrei (Bedg Fabio Croccolo (Italy), Victor
Guzun (Republic of Moldova) and Servatius van Thiguropean Commission) were
unable to attend.

Matters arising from the seventy-third sessionof the Inland
Transport Committee

2. The Bureau discussed the outcome of the sevhimtysession of the ITC and felt

that this session had been successful, as a nuvhlsaportant decisions had been taken.
These included, the implementation of the digitthiograph and social rules; climate
change and transport; unifying railway law; effiti@nd sustainable inland water transport;
UNECE's contribution to the Decade of Action ford&ibSafety; coordinated development
of pan-European and Euro-Asian transport links sadsport infrastructure investments;

strengthening of the TIR Convention, ensuring tpanency in managing the TIR system
and computerization; fuel quality standards andhodtlogies for measuring emissions of
vehicles; transport of dangerous goods and speedhlcargoes; inland transport security;
transport and competitiveness; and the establishofethree new Expert Groups and one
Task Force to advance the work of the Committeelsisliary bodies requiring particular

attention.

3. The Bureau concluded that the policy segment (Rotatde) organized in the
afternoon of 1 March 2011 on “Transport of dangsr@oods: Global and regional
dimensions” had also been successful, and offénedopportunity to discuss the main
challenges for future developments in this regujatrea. It noted that 109 participants
from thirty countries, the European Commission, aideen international and European
transport organizations and non-governmental orgaioins had attended this event. The
Bureau welcomed the high quality of the presentatiand contributions by the speakers
who covered a wide range of topics in a most effitimanner. It also noted that main
conclusions included that the UNECE legal instrutsemd mechanisms which have been
put in place are efficient and lead to a high lexfetafety when effectively implemented by
Governments and that technical assistance andngaof the competent authorities are
important factors and an area in which more efforequired.

4, The Bureau welcomed the results of the First timgeof the Chairs of the
Committee’s subsidiary bodies held as a restrioteéting for Government delegates only
under the ITC and the Committee’s decision thahsueetings become a regular feature of
its future sessions. It noted with satisfactiomt tihe Chairs of thirteen Working Parties and
of the three Administrative Committees of UNECEdkeigpstruments had the opportunity to
discuss with the members the Bureau and other @Gmemt delegates, about the
multidisciplinary, cross-sectoral issues requirifugther cooperation, identify common
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challenges and possible ways forward. The Buressst#d that efficiency, synergy and

interdependence, as well avoiding duplication ahdriag experiences were among the
main messages of the Chairs and that the expeethded participation of Government

delegates in the future due to governments’ budgestraints and the lack of sufficient

funds at the secretariat in support of the workar®ng the main challenges that need to
be addressed. It also noted that reduced participatf Government delegates in some
activities of the Committee is already visible. TBereau reiterated its request to the
secretariat to prepare the conclusions of the €haieeting and make proposals on the
possible responses for its consideration at the Bereau meeting.

5. The Bureau reviewed the structure of the Conesiit sessions in light of the
experience from the organization of its seventyetisiession, as well as previous ones and
felt that dividing the session into three partanely policy-linked with the organization of
an event, technical and reporting had been suadessf should be maintained.

Positioning of the UNECE Transport work

15. In light of the developments under items IlI\p the Bureau reviewed the main
institutional developments and initiatives in theld of international transport that may
have an impact on the role of the ITC.

Meeting of the ITC Chair with the Executive Committee

17.  The Chair informed the Bureau of his partidgtin the meeting of the Executive
Commission (EXCOM) of 4 March 2011 during which theport of ITC on the
implementation of the UNECE reform in the fieldtoinsport was presented together with
its request to approve the establishment of the Bxpert Groups (EG) for a limited
duration of two years, on climate change impacts ahaptation for international transport
networks, on unified railway law in the pan-Europea@gion and on Euro-Asian land
transport corridors and the transformation of tmdorimal group on the European
Agreement concerning the Work of Crews of Vehictegyaged in International Road
Transport (AETR) to an Expert Group.

18.  The Bureau noted that at its meeting on 10 R@d/1, the EXCOM had approved
the establishment of the two newly proposed Ex@mups and that in due time, the
EXCOM will consider establishing an AETR Expert @pp once the Terms of Reference
of this group would be finalized.

19. Bureau members took note of the budget cutsiwihe United Nations and shared
information about the austerity measures at natilevals and on how these affected their
Ministries. While welcoming the initiatives to irrase UNECE's efficiency, they recalled
the discontinuation of working groups previouslyndtioning under the European
Conference of Ministers of Transport (ECMT) and thansfer of their activities to
UNECE, a couple of years ago, in order to avoidlidapion. The Bureau felt that as
UNECE is now expected to continue this work, it Wobe inappropriate to consider
abandoning them.

expressed its strong view that while there are mepprtant issues to be added to
the Committee’s work (reflected in the annex 2taf above-mentioned Template),
there is no room for abolishment of any activity;

in view of the above and further explanations cioetd in the responses to the
questions asked by EXCOM in its Template, agreadttie question “if you had 10
per cent less resources, what would you drop?” doésepresent a realistic option
for the Committee. It also agreed that while thegjion “if you had 10 per cent
more resources, what you would do?” has been atidguaplied in annex 2 of the
Template, the question “if your resources stayséme but want to do more, what
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would you drop to undertake a new activity?” medtserious consideration by the
Committee and its subsidiary bodies, which, howéseonstantly in their agenda as
part of the regular revision of their work program@nd priorities, currently being
implemented every two years, in an effort to strike right balance between the
huge needs for new actions vs the limited resoumtade available to the UNECE
secretariat in support of their work;

¢ noted that in the framework of the five year’'s esviof the UNECE reform process
all the Committee’s subsidiary bodies have requktttat their mandates be renewed
for another five years;

« also noted the difficulties faced by WP.29 relatioglelayed entry into force of new
regulations and their amendments due to delayiseitranslation of the proposals in
all the three authentic versions, before whichGifiice of Legal Affairs (OLA) does
not issue the corresponding Depositary Notificagjcand that the entry in annex 2,
page 5, "Accomplishing the work of vehicle regwas - ... " is not a really new
activity, but a current activity that can not berfprmed due to lack of resources in
the WP.29 secretariat.

8. The Bureau requested the secretariat to produpevised version of the above-
mentioned documents, including necessary amendmreemdsimprovements adequately
reflecting the above decisions and prepare thet gnafposals of the Committee to the
Executive Committee on the review of the ECE reftonbe considered at its next meeting
and by the Committee, at its seventy-fourth session

9. The Bureau and the Chairs of the Committee’siglidry bodies and Administrative
Committees of UNECE legal instruments met with HAibassador Ugi Zvekic (Serbia),
Chair of the Commission and the Executive CommittédJNECE, who informed the
meeting about the main objectives and expecteditsesifi the review of the UNECE
reform.

Climate change and transport

Mitigation of environmentally harmful effects of inland transport

10. The Bureau was informed by the secretariathenprogress of the United Nations
Development Account funded global project (ForFIT&ing implemented together with
all other United Nations regional commissions. Tpmject aims at developing and
implementing of a monitoring and assessment toolCf@, emissions in inland transport
including a transport policy converter to facil@gatclimate change mitigation. The
assessment tool including the policy converter é&ant to pave the way For Future Inland
Transport Systems, thus it was named ForFITS. Theed& noted that an international
meeting of experts is planned to be held undeptbgect early next year.

Impacts of climate change on international trasport networks and
adaptation requirements

11. The Bureau was informed by the secretariat etheuresults of the two first sessions
of the Expert Group on Climate Change impacts ataptation for international transport
networks, held in Geneva, on 5 September and 8 ibge 2011 and its future plans,
including the holding of a UNECE conference in M2312. The programme of work and
terms of reference of the group is contained in HRANS/WP.5/GE.3/2011/1.

Activities related to road transport and to the
implementation of the digital tachograph

12. The Bureau was informed about the two specedtings of Contracting Parties to
the AETR Agreement that took place on 4 March 2amd 12 July 2011 and about the
EXCOM'’s decision of 19 September 2011 to approwedhtablishment an AETR Expert
Group for a limited duration of two years and nothdt the AETR EG first meeting is
scheduled to take place on 2 March 2012.

13. The Bureau was also informed about the statusmplementation of the digital
tachograph in the non-EU AETR Contracting PartMsreover, the Bureau was informed
about the planned joint UNECE — European Commisélitid) event on road transport of
goods, to be held in the second half of 2012, wkendier UNECE work on transit and
market conditions will be addressed together whih tesults of the work of the EC High
Level Group on liberalization of road freight traost.

14. The AETR draft discussion paper (Road Map) ban revision of Articles 14 and
22bis of the AETR Agreement prepared by the secretarizd wirculated to the Bureau
members.

Activities related to road traffic safety

15. The Bureau welcomed the most recent developmainthe UNECE work in the
field of road traffic safety, including UNECE's rdasafety information campaign during
the 2011 World Scouts Jamboree (summer 2011, Swetls awareness raising and
advocacy initiatives at the 2011 EuroBasket (Sepgrd011, Lithuania), the ceremony for
the World Day of Remembrance for Road Traffic \fitdi and the Inauguration of the
Sculpture dedicated to the UN Decade of ActionRarad Safety at “Christos Polentas”
Park (20 November 2011, Chania, Crete).

16. The Bureau also welcomed the UNECE plan toemeint the Global Plan for the
Decade of Action for Road Safety 2011-2020 (DrafEETRANS/2012/4) that was
discussed and adopted by WP.1 and other subsitzdies of the Committee related to
road safety issues.

17.  Noting that, following the Committee’s recomrdation to the Working Party on
Road Traffic Safety (WP.1), the Working Party oreRdransport (SC.1) and the Working
Party on Rail Transport (SC.2) to consider creaingint Group of Experts of limited
duration to work on enhancing safety at level dragsthe concerned Working Parties have
agreed to pursue such task under the leadershipFPol, recommended the Committee to
endorse the establishment of such an Expert Growg fimited duration of two years and
request EXCOM's approval on the basis of the TesfReference to be presented to it.

Euro-Asian transport links

18. The Bureau welcomed the information providedthy secretariat about recent
activities of the Expert Group on Euro-Asian Traos$plinks (EATL) implementing the
EATL Project phase Il and the tangible results podi, including the results of its sixth
and seventh sessions (5 to 7 July 2011, AlmatyaKlagtan, and 24 and 25 October 2011,
Astrakhan, Russian Federation).

19. The Bureau recommend the Committee to endardeapprove the publication of
the final report of the Group of Experts on EurdaksTransport Links, the draft form of
which was adopted by WP.5 at its twenty-fourth messn September 2011, and by the
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Expert Group at its seventh session and is beingwtly finalized by the Expert Group. A
draft copy of the EATL final report dated 18 Octol#D11was made available to the
members of the Bureau.

20.  The Bureau notdtiat following the recommendation of the EATL Exp@roup, at

its twenty-fourth session WP.5 requested the Cotemito approvehe extension of the
Group of Experts on Euro-Asian transport links fato more years with possibility of
further extension in order to allow the group totioue its work in a new EATL Phase lII.

21. The Bureau also noted that WP.5 approved tloposal of the group to seek
political support and commitment from participatiggvernments through the organization
of a Second meeting of Ministers of Transport offEAounties in 2012.

22.  The Bureau recommended the Committee to athepiequest of WP.5 to endorse
the extension of the Group of Experts on Euro-Agiansport links for two more years
with possibility of further extension and requeke tUNECE Executive Committee to
approve this extension. The Bureau thanked the Bowent of the Russian Federation for
funding the project throughout the whole periodE&TL Phase II, and recommended the
Committee to invite Governments and other donorsdwesider co-funding the project's
new Phase III.

23.  Recognizing the importance and relevance foEON work from holding a Second
Ministerial Meeting of EATL countries, the Bureawasmnly supported the decision of the
WP.5 and its Group of Experts on EATL to organizelsa meeting in Geneva in the
autumn 2012. The Bureau requested the secretar@ioteed with its organization at the
most convenient dates and inform the Bureau aaeghyli taking also into consideration
the option of holding this meeting back-to-backhithe twenty-fifth session of WP.5.

VIIl.  Group of experts on unified railway law

24.  The Bureau recalled that the Committee hadcugpr in March 2011 a Position
Paper that contained a long-term strategy as wellvark procedures towards unified
railway law using a three-step approach (ECE/TRAI0%$1/3). In line with this mandate, a
Group of Experts had been established to prepatetanGovernmental Document (IGD
EurAsia) that provided a framework and politicappart for so-called General Terms and
Conditions for rail transport contracts (GTC EusiGTC EurAsia, to be prepared in
parallel by the railway industry, should allow fefficient Euro-Asian rail transport

operations on the basis of a single contract ofiage, a single consignment note and a

single liability system applicable under the cutriastitutional and legal frameworks of the
COTIF/CIM* and SMG8 Agreements.

25.  The Bureau was informed that the Group of Bspeould not complete as planned
its work on an IGD EurAsia during its two meetirggdd on 6 May 2011 and on 7 October
2011. Also a final draft GTC EurAsia was not yeaigable from the railways.

26. The Bureau welcomed the constructive and préigrapproach taken by the Group
of Experts and the secretariat to negotiate coagpeticy support measures that would
ensure implementation of the mandated short-tetatien (step A of the UNECE Position

Paper) towards unified railway law and would bridige existing legal regimes applicable
on Euro-Asian rail transport corridors by meansrafdel rail contracts. The Bureau also

To further
facilitate the preparation of IGD EurAsia, the Bawenvelcomed the proposal of the chair of
SC.2 to convene, in early 2012, a small informalugr of experts to reconcile the different
positions within the Group of Experts and to preptre next session on the Group of
Experts (2—3 July 2012, Geneva). The Bureau notessiBn Federation's position, which is
in favour of widening the mandate of the Expert @ro

Possible role of the UNECE in the operation othe future
European database of inland vessels

27.  The Bureau was informed about the ongoing disions within the Working Party
on Inland Water Transport (SC.3) on the possible o UNECE in the operation of a
future European Hull Data Base (EHDB) of inland igation vessels, currently being
developed as a pilot project by PLATINA, the platfofor the implementation of the EU
“Navigation and Inland Waterway Action and Develagnmh in Europe” (NAIADES)
Programme.

28.  The Bureau took note that SC.3 had approvemheept note on this subject that had
been prepared by the secretariat, in consultatitth the European Commission and
PLATINA (ECE/TRANS/SC.3/2011/12). The Bureau agredtht, on this basis, the

UNECE secretariat should continue its consultatieith all stakeholders, particularly the

European Commission.

Self-evaluation of some activities of the 2010611
programme of work

29. The Bureau was recalled about the two topitsctsd for the discretionary self-
evaluation planned to be carried out in 2010-2@ké, self-evaluation on collecting and
disseminating transport and road traffic accideatistics by UNECE and its secretariat,
Transport Statistics (WP.6), for 2010 and the WgkParty on Transport Trends and
Economics (WP.5) for 2011. Such self-evaluatiores amdertaken regularly by UNECE
staff to assess the effectiveness of activitieacimeving expected results and the efficiency
with which these activities are carried out.

30. The Bureau was informed by the secretariathef tesults of this year's self-
evaluation exercise of the Transport Trends andh&wics (Informal document No. 3).

The Dr&trategic Framework
including expected accomplishments and the strabexye been prepared on the basis of
the mandate of the Transport Subprogramme, thengashments achieved in previous
biennium and the United Nations guidelines for gmeparation of the strategic biennial
plans.

36. In accordance with the UNECE programme plannprgcess, the Strategic
Framework has to be reviewed by the sectoral coreest (or their Bureaux — in case of
Committees not having a meeting during the lastr fowonths of 2011) before its
submission to the Executive Committee in Decemb@tl2and to United Nations
Headquarters in early 2012.
