Regulation No. 13 (Brakes for heavy vehicles)

Annex 12, Appendix 4, cancel point 9 and relative footnote:

Justification

1. In case of Annex 12, appendix 4 the described test report is the requested procedure
of vehicle testing. Under use of the test report of Annex 12 appendices 2 and 3 the technical
service dealing with the vehicle brake system writes this test report and sends it together
with all other documents to the approval authority. Afterwards a certificate according to
Annex 2 appendix 2 will be issued. A separate stamp on this test report is not needed.
