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Proposal for Supplement 8 to the 01 series of amendments to
Regulation No. 112 (Headlamps emitting an asymmetrical

Supplement 8 to the 01 series of amendments to Regulation
No. 112 (Headlamps emitting an asymmetrical passing-beam)

Paragraphs 5.3.1., amend to read:

"5.3.1. Only filament light source(s) approved according to Regulation No. 37. Any
filament light source covered by Regulation No. 37 may be used, provided
that no restriction on the use is made in Regulation No. 37 and its series of
amendments in force at the time of application for type approval.”
