(ECE/TRANS/WP.29/GRB/2018/10, as amended by para. 5 of
ECE/TRANS/WP.29/GRB/66). The modifications are marked in bold for new or
strikethrough for deleted characters.

Proposal

Insert a new paragraph 11.11. to read:

"11.11. Until May 1, 2020 Supplement 5 does not apply to existing approvals,
originally granted prior to the date of entry into force of Supplement 5.

Justification

Because of Revision 3 of the 1958 Agreement in combination with the transitional
provisions of Supplement 3, it is necessary to introduce also transitional provisions for
Supplement 5. This Supplement 5 specifies the same application date as in Supplement 3.
