Supplement 2 to the 01 series of amendments of UN
Regulation No. 125

Proposal

Paragraph 1.1., amend to read:

"1.1. This Regulation applies to the 180° forward field of vision of drivers of
category M and Nz vehicles.t"

Paragraph 1.3., amend to read:

"1.3. The requirements of this Regulation are so worded as to apply to category M,
and N: vehicles in which the driver is on the left. In category M; and Ni
vehicles in which the driver is on the right these requirements shall be applied
by inverting the criteria, when appropriate.”

Justification

1. This proposition will give the opportunity for Contracting Parties to apply forward
field of vision prescriptions to N1 light commercial vehicle category in addition to that of M,
passenger cars.

2. This extension of scope will have to be implemented in the EU as a result of the
revised General Safety Regulation (EU) 2019/2144 that will apply, as regards forward field
of vision for N; category, as from 7 July 2024 for new types of vehicle and 7 July 2026 for
all new vehicles.
