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Paragraph 5.1.1. , amend to read:

"5.1.1. The graduations shall be of 1, 2, 5 or 10 km/h. The values of
the speed shall be indicated on the dial as follows: when the
highest value on the dial does not exceed 200 km/h, speed values
shall be indicated at intervals not exceeding 20 km/h. When the
maximum value on the dial exceeds 200 km/h, then the speed values
shall be indicated at intervals not exceeding 30 km/h. 
The indicated speed value intervals need not be uniform."

Paragraph 5.1.2. , amend to read:

"5.1.2. In the case of vehicles manufactured for sale in any country
where imperial units are used, the speedometer shall also be
marked in miles per hour (mph); the graduations shall be of 1, 2,
5 or 10 mph. The values of the speed shall be indicated on the
dial at intervals not exceeding 20 mph and commencing at 10 or
20 mph. The indicated speed value intervals need not be
uniform."
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
