If two end‑outline marker lamps are fitted on the highest part of the vehicle, two additional lamps grouped with the other rear lamps may be fitted.”

JUSTIFICATION


This document is intended to improve the fitting of end-outline marker lamps.


Some rear signalling lamps on lorries or trailers group together all the prescribed functions:

Direction indicators, rear position lamps, stop lamps, reversing lamps, rear fog lamps, in some cases side-marker lamps, rear and side retro-reflectors and very often end-outline marker lamps.

In such cases, it is not possible to fit another end-outline marker lamp on the highest part of the vehicle, and this has a serious impact on safety, since it is the highest end-outline marker lamp which is most visible.

The proposed amendment will make it possible to leave the end-outline marker lamp grouped with the other lamps on the lower part of the vehicle and to fit another end‑outline marker lamp on the highest part of the vehicle.
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
