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Proposal

Paragraph 7.2.1.9.4., shall be deleted.
Insert a new paragraph 7.2.1.10., to read:

"7.2.1.10. The competent authority may dispense with one or more of the tests
listed in paragraph 7.2.1., with the exemption of the test required in
paragraph 7.2.1.8.1., which has to be performed after every dynamic
test, if the composition of the material used, or information already
available, rendersthetest or tests superfluous.”

Justification

The required tests refer to a component whichsigally manufactured by a few
suppliers and then sold to manufacturers of ChilkkstRints Systems (CRS). Often
Technical Services completely repeat test on thmesgproduct for different CRS
manufacturers. This exemption is not applicabletests where results can be affected by
tests performed previously on the complete CR&, tlle opening test under load, preceded
by the dynamic test.
