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Proposal

Paragraph 6.1., table, header row, amend to read:

Maximum luminous intensity in cd when
used as
Minimum A lamp marked “D”(see
luminous paragraph 4.2.2.6.
intensity incd | A single lamp 4.2.2.8.above)
Paragraph 6.1.6., amend to read:
"6.1.6. When an assembly of two independent lamps to be type approved as lamps

marked "D" famps having the same function is deemed to be a single lamp,
it shall comply with the requirements for:

(@  Maximum intensity if all lamps together are lit;

(b)  Minimum intensity if either lamp has failed."

Justification

This proposal aligns the text of paragraph 6.1.6. with the definition of “single lamp”
introduced by document ECE/TRANS/WP.29/GRE/2014/6. The reference to paragraph
4.2.2.6. in the header of the table in paragraph 6.1. is also corrected.
